Nakon prigodnog osvrta
na proSlost povodom 25. godiSnjice osnutka Zavoda u godini
koja joj je prethodila, Zavod je u 2017. godini usmijerio svoje
aktivnosti na osiguravanje preduvjeta za buducu jo$ uspjesniju
realizaciju nacionalnih inovativnih i kreativnih potencijala.

Osobito intenzivne bile su aktivnosti Zavoda na unaprjedenju
i modernizaciji zajednic¢kog europskog te nacionalnog
zakonodavnog okvira sustava zastite intelektualnog viasnistva.
Uz unaprijedenje nacionalnih propisa u podrucju kolektivhog
ostvarivanja autorskog i srodnih prava, u skladu s usuglasenim
europskim standardima transparentnosti i dobrog upravijanja,
Zavod je tijekom godine intenzivno sudjelovao u stru¢nim
raspravama radi pripreme niza zakonodavnih prijedloga u
okviru modernizacije i reforme sustava zastite autorskog
i srodnih prava Europske unije. Uz uspjeSno zakljuCivanje
zakonodavnog procesa i donosenje tri nova europska propisa,
Sto ¢e omoguciti prekograni¢ni pristup internetskim uslugama

Here, you will find an overview of the activities of the State
Intellectual Property Office in 2017. Having made a review of the
past on the occasion of the 25th anniversary of the establishment
of the Office in the preceding year, the Office focused its activities
in 2017 on providing preconditions for even more successiul
realisation of the national innovative and creative potentials in the
future.

The activities of the Office were particularly intensive in
enhancing and updating a common European and national
legislative framework of the intellectual property protection system.
In addition to enhancing national regulations in the field of collective
management of copyright and related rights, in accordance with
harmonised European standards of transparency and prudent
management, the Office was profoundly involved in professional
discussions during the year in order to prepare a number of
legislative proposals within the process of updating and reforming
the protection system of copyright and related rights of the
European Union. Legislative process was successfully concluded
and three new European regulations adopted, which will enable
cross—border access to online services of using content protected
by copyright and related rights for citizens when they travel in the
European Union and facilitate the adjustment of printed works and
their cross—border accessibility for the benefit of persons with
difficulty in using print material, thus enhancing conditions for their
participation in the society; in addition thereto, discussions on two
remaining legislative proposals with an aim to adjust the protection
system of copyright and related rights to a new digital environment
have shown the entire complexity of a modern digitalised and
online connected society of multiple stakeholders who have
different interests and priorities. Despite the complexity of the
issues considered, this process contributed to the improvement
of communication between the Office and various stakeholders
on the European and particularly on the national level, which will
also contribute to further better understanding as expected and
cooperation in the development of the national protection system
of copyright and related rights.

Furthermore, emphasis is to be placed on preparation and
initiation of a legislative procedure to adopt a new regulation in
the field of intellectual property related to the protection of trade
secrets, harmonised with common European standards; the
adoption of this regulation presents an increase in the portfolio of
national acts in the field of intellectual property under responsibility
of the Office to as many as seven altogether. The adoption of
this new regulation will provide for preconditions regarding more
appropriate protection of unpublished knowledge and experience
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koriStenja sadrzaja zasti¢enih autorskim i srodnim pravima

kompleksnost modernog digitaliziranog i internetom povezanog
drustva u kojem sudjeluje mnostvo dionika s razli¢itim interesima
i prioritetima. Usprkos sloZzenosti razmatranih pitanja ovaj proces
pridonio je unaprjedenju komunikacije Zavoda s raznim dionicima
na europskoj te osobito nacionalnoj razini, sto ¢e ocekivano
pridonijeti i daljinjem boliem razumijevanju i suradniji na razvoju
nacionalnog sustava zastite autorskog i srodnih prava.

Takoder, potrebno je istaknuti pripremu i pokretanje
zakonodavnog postupka za donosenje novog propisa iz
podrucja intelektualnog vlasnistva vezanog uz zastitu poslovnih
tajni, usuglasenog sa zajedniCkim europskim standardima,
Cijim donoSenjem ce portfelj nacionalnih zakona iz podrucja
intelektualnog vlasnistva u nadleznosti Zavoda biti povecan
na ¢ak sedam. Po donoSenju ovog novog propisa bit ¢e
osigurani preduvjeti za primjereniju zastitu neobjavljenih znanja
i iskustava odnosno poslovnih i tehnoloskih informacija s
trziSnom vrijednosti. Naime, prepoznaje se da globalizacija,
veca eksternalizacija poslovanja, duzi nabavni lanci te rasireno
koriStenje informacijskih i komunikacijskih tehnologija pridonose
povecaniju rizika od nepostenih praksi kojima je cilj neovlasteno
pribavljanje ove vrste poslovnih tajni.

Osim na unaprjedenju zakonodavnog okvira, Zavod je u
2017. godini poduzimao i brojne aktivnosti na unapriedenju
primjene sustava zastite intelektualnog vlasniStva radi
jacanja inovativnih i kreativnih aktivnosti te konkurentnosti
gospodarskog, poduzetniCkog i znanstvenoistrazivackog
sektora. U tom kontekstu osobito se istiCe iniciranje sustavne
suradnje s Hrvatskom udrugom poslodavaca na promicanju
i edukaciji o poslovnoj primjeni intelektualnog viasnistva, kao
nastavak aktivnosti Zavoda na jacanju suradnje sa strukovnim
organizacijama gospodarstvenika, te organizacija (u suradniji
s Europskim patentnim uredom) stru¢nog okruglog stola o
postupcima patentiranja izuma iz podrucja biotehnologije
kao jedne od klju¢nih razvojnih tehnologija i jednog od
najperspektivnijin podrucja pametne specijalizacije u Hrvatskoj.
Kao doprinos ucinkovitijem prijenosu znanja i tehnologije s javnih
znanstvenoistrazivackih institucija u gospodarstvo, Zavod je u

i.e. business and technological information with market value.
Namely, it is recognised that globalisation, greater externalisation of
business transactions, longer supply chains and widespread using
of information and communication technologies contribute to an
increase in risks of unfair practice with an intention of unauthorised
acqulisition of this kind of trade secrets.

In addition to improving legislative framework, the Office
has been undertaking numerous activities in 2017 in relation
to improving the implementation of intellectual property
protection system in order to enhance innovative and creative
activities and competitiveness of economic, entrepreneurial and
scientific—research sector. In this context, especially distinguishing
is the initiation of systematic cooperation with the Croatian
Employees Association on promotion and education in business
implementation of intellectual property, as a continuation of the
Office’s activities in strengthening cooperation with professional
organisations of businessmen, and the organisation (in cooperation
with the European Patent Office) of a professional round—table
discussion on procedures of patenting inventions in the field of
biotechnology as one of the crucial development technologies
and one of the most promising areas of smart specialisation in
Croatia. As a contribution to more efficient transfer of knowledge
and technology from public scientific—research institutions
to economy, in coordination with the Ministry of Science and
Education, the Office launched a cooperation project with the
Wold Intellectual Property Organisation in order to identify the status
and problem issues in operating of the offices and centres for
technology transfer established with public scientific—research
organisations, with an aim to provide for the preconditions of their
more successful operation. Also, with involving in initiatives on the
level of the European Union and on the basis of its own experience,
the Office additionally developed and improved tools and activities
in relation to informing and educating of the sector of small and
medium—sized entrepreneurship on business implementation of
intellectual property in order to strengthen competitiveness and
business success.

As a pledge for more successiul future, the Office paid special
attention in 2017 to educating and raising awareness with children
and youth of the value of innovativeness and creativeness and of
significance to respect intellectual property rights. In cooperation with
partners and supported by the Ministry of Science and Education, the
Office prepared and initiated successiul redlisation of a demanding
project of the Intellectual Property Day for children and youth under
the motto: “Be Creative, Be Innovative, Be a Giant” (,Budi kreatlVan,
budi inovatlVan, Budi DV!Y). In addition thereto, having established the

Kao zalog za uspjesniju buducnost Zavod je 2017. godine
posebnu paznju posvetio edukaciji i podizanju svijesti kod
djece i mladih o vrijednosti inovativnosti i kreativnosti te
znaCaju postivanja prava intelektualnog vlasnistva. U suradniji
s partnerima i uz potporu Ministarstva znanosti i obrazovanja,
Zavod je pripremio i zapoCeo s uspjeSnom realizacijom zahtjevnog
projekta Dan intelektualnog vlasniStva za djecu i mlade s motom
,Budi kreatlVan, budi inovatlVan, Budi DIV!“. Uz to, nakon §to
je prethodne godine uspostavio godisnji natjeCaj za najbolji
znanstveni ili stru¢ni rad iz podrucja intelektualnog viasnistva
za studente i akademske djelatnike, ove godine Zavod je u
suradnji s partnerima po prvi puta organizirao nagradni natjeCaj
za najbolji djecji umijetnicki rad na temu ,Inovacija za bolji Zivot”
za ucenike osnovnih i srednjih Skola, s ciliem poticanja djece i
mladih na inovativno i kreativnho razmisljanje te obrazovanja o

sustavu zastite intelektualnog vlasnistva.

ZnaCajan razvoj ostvaren je i u podrucju stru¢nog usavrSavanja
iz podrucja intelektualnog vlasniStva u pravosudu i drzavnoj
upravi. Uz nastavak redovnog godisnjeg odrzavanja osnovnog
programa usavrSavanja sudaca i drugih pravosudnih djelatnika
u suradniji s Pravosudnom akademijom, koji je zbog povec¢anog
interesa odrzan u dva ciklusa, te suorganizaciju specijalistickog
programa iz podrucja gradanskopravne zastite, u 2017. godini
uz potporu Ureda Europske unije za intelektualno viasnistvo
odrzan je i posebni nacionalni seminar o kaznenopravnoj zastiti
intelektualnog vlasnistva za suce i drzavne odvjetnike. Takoder,
uspostavljena je suradnja s Drzavnom Skolom za javnu upravu
te je, s namjerom uspostave redovnog programa, organiziran
seminar o intelektualnom vlasnistvu za drzavne i javne sluzbenike
u okviru programa ove institucije.

Uz brojne aktivnosti suradnje s nacionalnim partnerima
Zavod nije zapostavio ni medunarodnu suradnju. U studenome
je Zavod po drugi puta bio domacin sastanka nacionalnih
ureda za intelektualno viasnistvo prosirene skupine zemalja tzv.

annual contest for the best scientific or professional paper in the field
of intellectual property for students and academic employees last year,
this year in cooperation with partners, the Office organised for the first
time a prize contest for the best children’s art work on the theme of
“Innovation for a Better Life” for primary and secondary schoolchildren,
with an aim to encourage children and youth to innovative and creative
thinking and to educate them on the system of intellectual property
protection.

Significant development was made in the area of professional
specialisation in the field of intellectual property in the system of
justice and state administration. There has been a continuation
in regular annual basic programme of specialisation for judges
and other judicial employees in cooperation with the Judicial
Academy, which was held in two series due to rising interest
therein; then, a specialist programme in the field of civil protection
was co—organised; in addition hereto, a special national seminar
on criminal law protection of intellectual property for judges and
state attorneys was held in 2017 supported by the European
Union Intellectual Property Office. Furthermore, cooperation has
been established with the State Public Administration School
and, intending to establish a regular programme, a seminar on
intellectual property for state and public officials was organised
within the programme of this institution.

Apart from numerous activities of cooperation with national
partners, the Office has not neglected interational cooperation
either. In November, the Office hosted for the second time a
meeting of national intellectual property offices of extended group
of countries of the so—called Visegrad Group, and it also carried
on actively cooperating with national offices of the so—called
neighbouring countries.

In addition to the aforementioned professional and developing
activities, the office has been successiully performing its core
activity of granting industrial property rights in 35625 cases in
national and intemational procedures and in 1765 cases in regional
procedures of industrial property protection for the territory of the
Republic of Croatia, together with maintaining 37,825 industrial
property rights entered in national registers. Intending to conduct
these procedures more efficiently, the Office has upgraded an
array of one's own and common European user information tools
and successiully completed a multiannual project of migrating the
office information system to a new technological platform which
will, together with upgraded internal information tools for the
implementation of business processes, provide for the conditions
of more economic and more reliable further development of the
Office’s information system on a long—term basis.

Uz navedene stru¢ne i razvojne aktivnosti Zavod je uspjeSno
obavljao i svoju temeljnu djelatnost priznanja prava industrijskog
vlasnistva u 3525 predmeta u nacionalnim i medunarodnim
postupcima te u 1765 predmeta u regionalnim postupcima
zastite industrijskog vlasniStva za teritorij Republike Hrvatske,
uz odrzavanje 37.825 prava industrijskog vlasnistva upisanih
u nacionalne registre. S ciliem ucinkovitijeg provodenja ovih
postupaka Zavod je unaprijedio niz vlastitin i zajednickih
europskih korisni¢kih informatickih alata te je uspjeSno zavrsio
viSegodisniji projekt migracije zavodskog informacijskog sustava
na novu tehnolosku platformu koja ¢e, uz unaprijedene interne
informaticke alate za provedbu poslovnih procesa, dugoro¢no
osigurati uvjete za ekonomi¢niji i pouzdaniji daljnji razvoj
informacijskog sustava Zavoda.

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3.1. Zakonodavne aktivnosti
3.1.1. Nacionalno zakonodavstvo

Donosenjem Zakona o izmjenama i dopunama Zakona o
autorskom pravu i srodnim pravima u 2017. godini Republika
Hrvatska implementirala je u svoje nacionalno zakonodavstvo
Direktivu 2014/26/EU o kolektivnom ostvarivanju autorskog
prava i srodnih prava te izdavanju odobrenja za vise drzavnih
podrucja za prava na internetsko koristenje glazbenih djela na
unutarnjem trzistu. Zakon je objavljen u Narodnim novinama broj
62/17 od 30. lipnja 2017. godine i u primjeni je od 8. srpnja 2017.
godine. Zakonom se, sukladno zahtjevima Direktive, podize
razina obvezujucih standarda u upravljanju, osobito financijskom,
organizacija za kolektivno ostvarivanje autorskih i srodnih prava,
kao i razina transparentnosti i izvieS¢ivanja o njihovom radu, te se
osiguravaju potrebni preduvjeti za odobravanje prekograni¢nog
internetskog koristenja glazbenih djela.

Slijedom dono$enja spomenutog zakona donesena su i dva
provedbena propisa: Pravilnik o stru¢nim mijerilima i postupku
izdavanja odobrenja za obavljanje djelatnosti kolektivhog
ostvarivanja prava i 0 naknadama za rad Vije¢a stru¢njaka za
naknade u podrucju autorskog prava i srodnih prava te Pravilnik
o visini naknade za rad Vije¢a stru¢njaka za naknade u podrucju
autorskog prava i srodnih prava, objavljeni u Narodnim novinama
broj 107/17 od 3. studenoga 2017. godine.

Tijekom 2017. godine provedene su stru¢ne aktivnosti
za implementaciju na nacionalnoj razini Direktive 2016/943/
EU Europskog parlamenta i Vijeca od 8. lipnja 2016. o zastiti
neotkrivenih znanja i iskustva te poslovnih informacija (poslovne
tajne) od nezakonitog pribavijanja, koristenja i otkrivanja te
je izraden prijedlog novog zakona kojim se ova direktiva
implementira u nacionalno zakonodavstvo. Prijedlog je tijekom
2017. godine upucen u zakonodavnu proceduru.

Takoder, provedene su pripremne struéne aktivnosti za
implementaciju na nacionalnoj razini Direktive 2015/2436/
EU Europskog parlamenta i VijeCa od 16. prosinca 2015. o
uskladivanju zakonodavstava drzava Clanica o zigovima. U
Zavodu je izraden nacrt prijedloga zakona koji je krajem 2017.
godine predstavlien ¢lanovima Radne skupine za izradu Zakona
0 zigu. Pored obvezatnog transponiranja odredbi navedene
Direktive, novim Zakonom o zigu namjerava se unaprijediti
njegove materijaine i postupovne odredbe u cilju unapriedenja
nacionalnog pravnog okvira zastite ziga.

3.1. Legislative Activities
3.1.1. National Legislation

By adopting the Act on Amendments to the Act on Copyright
and Related Rights in 2017, the Republic of Croatia implemented
the Directive 2014/26/EU of the European Parliament and of
the Council of 26 February 2014 on collective management of
copyright and related rights and multi—territorial licensing of rights
in musical works for online use in the internal market in its national
legislation. The Act was published in the Official Gazette No. 62/17
of 30 June 2017 and it is effective as of 8 July 2017, In accordance
with the requirements of the Directive, the Act raises the level of
mandatory standards in management, especially financial ones,
of collective management organisations of copyright and related
rights, as well as the level of transparency and reporting on their
work, providing for necessary preconditions for the approval of
cross—border online use of musical works.

Conseguently, two implementing regulations were adopted as
well: the Regulations on the Professional Criteria and Procedures
for Granting Authorisations for Performing Collective Management
of Rights and on Remunerations for the Operation by the Council
of Experts Dealing with Remunerations for Copyright and Related
Rights and the Regulations on Remunerations for the Operation by
the Council of Experts Dealing with Remunerations for Copyright
and Related Rights, published in the Official Gazette No. 107/17
of 3 November 2017.

During 2017, professional activities were conducted on the
national level to implement the Directive 2016/943/EU of the
European Parliament and of the Council of 8 June 2016 on the
protection of undisclosed know—how and business information
(trade secrets) against their uniawiul acquisition, use and disclosure
and the proposal of the new Act was prepared for this Directive to
be implemented in the national legislation. In 2017, the proposal
was forwarded to legislative procedure.

Furthermore, preliminary professional activities were conducted
on the national level to implement the Directive 2015/2436/EU of
the European Parliament and of the Council of 16 December 2015
to approximate the laws of the Member States to trade marks. Draft
proposal of the act was prepared at the Office and presented to
the members of the Working Group to draft the Trademark Act
by the end of 2017. In addition to mandatory transposition of
provisions under the related Directive, the new Trademark Act
aims at improving its material and procedural provisions in order
to enhance national legal framework of trademark protection.

Sukladno zaklju€ku Vlade Republike Hrvatske iz 2016. godine,
u svrhu provedbe reformske mjere iz Nacionalnog programa
reformi o ukidanju upotrebe pecata, izmijenjeni su i dopunjeni
pravilnici iz nadleznosti Zavoda na nacin da je ukinuta potreba
koriStenja peCata u upravnim postupcima pred Zavodom.
lzmjene i dopune Pravilnika o patentu, Izmjene i dopune
Pravilnika o topografiji poluvodickih proizvoda, Izmjene i dopune
Pravilnika o zigu, Izmjene i dopune Pravilnika o industrijskom
dizajnu te Izmjene i dopune Pravilnika 0 oznakama zemljopisnog
podrijetla i oznakama izvornosti proizvoda i usluga objavijene su
u Narodnim novinama broj 43/17 od 3. svibnja 2017.

Uz navedene nacionalne zakonodavne aktivnosti
predstavnici Zavoda sudjelovali su u radu strucnih tijela za razvoj
zakonodavstva u pojedinim podrucjima intelektualnog viasnistva
europskih i medunarodnih organizacija za intelektualno vlasnistvo,
te u stru¢nim radnim tijelima Europske unije, prvenstveno Radnoj
skupini za intelektualno vlasnistvo Vije¢a Europske unije.

3.1.2. Zakonodavne aktivnosti
u okviru Europske unije

Od zakonodavnih aktivnosti u okviru zajedni¢kog pravnog
okvira zemalja Clanica Europske unije u 2017. godini istiCe se
usvajanje Uredbe (EU) 2017/1128 Europskog parlamenta i
Vijeca od 14. lipnja 2017. o prekogranicnoj prenosivosti usluga
internetskog sadrzaja na unutarnjem trzistu, kao i Direktive (EU)
2017/1564 Europskog parlamenta i VijeCa od 13. rujna 2017.
0 odredenim dopustenim upotrebama odredenih djela i drugih
predmeta zastite koji su zasticeni autorskim pravom i srodnim
pravima u korist osoba koje su slijepe, koje imaju oStecenje vida
ili imaju drugih poteskoca u koristenju tiskanim materijalima i o
izmjeni Direktive 2001/29/EZ o uskladivanju odredenih aspekata
autorskog i srodnih prava u informacijskom drustvu te Uredba

In order to harmonise with the development of international
regulations in the field of patents, the Regulations under the Patent
Cooperation Treaty (the so—called PCT) were amended in 2017
and the Amendments to the Implementing Regulations of the
Furopean Patent Convention were adopted (both of them were
published in the Official Gazette—International Agreements No.
2/2017). During 2017, in order to harmonise with the development
of international regulations in the field of trademarks, the official
gazette of the Republic of Croatia published also two amendments,
adopted in 2015 and 2016, to the Common Regulations under
the Madrid Agreement Conceming the International Registration
of Marks and the Protocol Relating to that Agreement (Official
Gazette—International Agreements No. 6/2017).

In accordance with the conclusion made by the government of
the Republic of Croatia in 2016 for the purpose of implementing
reform measures from the National Reform Programme on
cancelling the use of seals, regulations within the responsibility
of the Office were amended in the way that the need of using
seals in administrative procedures before the Office was cancelled.
Amendments to the Patent Regulations, Amendments to the
Regulations on the Protection of Topography of Semiconductor
Products, Amendments to the Trademark Regulations, Amendments
to the Regulations on Industrial Designs and Amendments to the
Regulations on Geographical Indications and Designations of Origin
of Products and Services were published in the Official Gazette
No. 43/17 of 3 May 2017,

In addition to the mentioned national legislative activities, the
representatives of the Office participated in the work of European
and international intellectual property organizations’ expert
authorities for the development of legislation in certain areas of
intellectual property, as well as in expert working bodies of the
European Union, primarily the Working Party on Intellectual Property
of the Council of the European Union.

3.1.2. Legislative Activities within
the Framework of the European Union

With regard to legislative activities within the framework of the
Furopean Union Member States in 2017, it is important to mention
the adoption of the Regulation (EU) 2017/1128 of the European
Parliament and of the Council of 14 June 2017 on cross—border
portability of online content services in the intemal market, as well
as the Directive (EU) 2017/1564 of the European Parliament and
ofthe Council of 13 September 2017 on certain permitted uses of



(EU) 2017/1563 Europskog parlamenta i VijeCa od 13. rujna
2017. o prekogranicnoj razmjeni izmedu Unije i trecih zemalja
primjeraka u dostupnom formatu odredenih djela i drugih
predmeta zastite koji su zasticeni autorskim pravom i srodnim
pravima u korist osoba koje su slijepe, koje imaju oStecenje
vida ili imaju drugih poteskoca u koristenju tiskanim materijalima.
DonosSenje navedenih propisa rezultat je intenzivnih zakonodavnih
aktivnosti u proteklom razdoblju, u kojima su struénjaci Zavoda
sudijelovali kao predstavnici Republike Hrvatske.

Uredbom 2017/1128 o prekograni¢noj prenosivosti usluga
internetskog sadrzaja na unutarnjem trzistu propisuje se obveza
za pruzatelje usluga internetskog sadrzaja da korisnicima koji
su se pretplatili na usluge internetskog sadrzaja u drzavi Clanici
EU-a u kojoj trajno zive omoguce pristup i koristenje tim
uslugama i za vrileme njihove priviemene prisutnosti u drugoj
drzavi Clanici EU—a. Uredba se primjenjuje se od 1. travnja 2018.
godine, s time da se primjenjuje i na ugovore koji su sklopljeni
i prava koja su ste¢ena prije datuma njezine primjene.

Usvajanjem Direktive 2017/1564 i vezanom Uredbom
2017/1563 omogucava se Europskoj uniji i njezinim drzavama
¢lanicama ispunjenje medunarodnih obveza preuzetih
potpisivanjem MarakeSkog ugovora o olaksanju pristupa
objavijenim djelima za osobe koje su slijepe, koje imaju oStecenje
vida ili imaju drugih poteskoca u koristenju tiskanim materijalima,
usvojenog 2013. godine pod okriliem Svjetske organizacije za
intelektualno vlasnistvo (WIPQO). Ugovorom se od stranaka
zahtijeva da propiSu iznimke ili ograni¢enja od autorskog i srodnih
prava u korist slijepih i slabovidnih osoba te osoba koje imaju
druge poteskoce pri Citanju otisnutog teksta, a drzavama koje
su stranke ugovora omogucava se medusobna prekograni¢na
razmjena primjeraka knjiga u posebnom, prilagodenom formatu,
kao i drugog tiskanog materijala. Drzave Clanice EU—-a duzne
su uskladiti nacionalno zakonodavstvo s Direktivom 2017/1564
do 11. listopada 2018. godine.

Pored navedenih usvojenih propisa, u 2017. godini
nastavljen je rad na preostalim zakonodavnim prijedlozima u
okviru aktualne reforme sustava zastite autorskog prava, te
su u okviru Radne grupe za intelektualno vlasnistvo struénjaci
Zavoda tijekom godine sudjelovali u raspravama o Prijedlogu
Uredbe Europskog parlamenta i VijeCa o utvrdivanju propisa
0 ostvarivanju autorskog i srodnih prava koji se primjenjuju na
odredena internetska emitiranja organizacija za radiodifuziju
te reemitiranja televizijskih i radijskih programa i Prijedlogu
Direktive Europskog parlamenta i VijeCa o autorskim pravima
na jedinstvenom digitalnom trzistu.

works and other subject—matter protected by copyright and related
rights for the benefit of persons who are blind, visually impaired
or otherwise print disabled and amending Directive 2001/29/EC
on the harmonisation of certain aspects of copyright and related
rights in the information society and the Regulation (EU) 2017/1563
of the European Parliament and of the Council of 13 September
2017 on the cross—border exchange between the Union and third
countries of accessible format copies of certain works and other
subject matter protected by copyright and related rights for the
benefit of persons who are blind, visually impaired or otherwise
print—disabled. Adoption of the aforementioned regulations is a
result of intensive legislative activities in the past period, where the
Office’s experts participated in as representatives of the Republic
of Croatia.

The Regulation 2017/1128 on cross—border portability of online
content services in the internal market provides for the obligation of
online service providers to enable users who subscribed to online
content services in a Member State of the EU of their permanent
residence to have access and to use these services also while they
temporarily stay in another Member State of the EU. The Regulation
applies from 1 April 2018, and it shall apply to agreements entered
into and rights acquired before the date of its application as well.

The adoption of the Directive 2017/1564 and the related
Regulation 2017/1563 enables the European Union and its
Member States to fulfil international obligations assumed by
signing the Marrakesh Treaty to Facilitate Access to Published
Works for Persons who are Blind, Visually Impaired, or otherwise
Print Disabled, adopted in 2013 under the umbrella of the World
Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO). The Treaty requires the
parties to specify exceptions or restrictions from copyright and
related rights for the benefit of the blind and the visually impaired
or the otherwise print disabled, and the state signatories to the
Treaty are enabled to have cross—border exchange of book copies
in a special, adapted format, as well as other print material. The
EU Member States shall harmonise national legislation with the
Directive 2017/1564 of 11 October 2018.

In addition to the aforementioned adopted regulations, in 2017,
the work on the remaining legislative proposals has been continued
within actual reform of copyright protection system; the Office’s
experts participated in discussions within the Working Party on
Intellectual Property regarding the Proposal for a Regulation of the
European Parliament and of the Council laying down rules on the
exercise of copyright and related rights applicable to certain online
tfransmission of broadcasting organisations and retransmissions of
television and radio programmes and the Proposal for a Directive
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U studenom 2017. godine Europska komisija je objavila
i sveobuhvatni paket mjera za dodatno poboljSanje zastite i
provedbe prava intelektualnog vlasnistva, koje su navedene u
sliede¢im dokumentima: Komunikaciji 0 uravnotezenom sustavu
provedbe prava intelektualnog vlasnistva kao odgovoru na
danasnje drustvene izazove, Komunikaciji 0 smjernicama za
primjenu Direktive o provedbi prava intelektualnog vlasnistva
(dalje: DPPIV), uz koju je prilozen radni dokument sluzbi Komisije
s evaluacijom DPPIV-a, Radnom dokumentu sluzbi Komisije o
evaluaciji Memoranduma o razumijevanju o prodaji krivotvorene
robe putem Interneta i Komunikaciji o patentima bitnima za
norme. Navedenim paketom mjera Zeli se potaknuti europska
poduzeca na ulaganje u inovacije i kreativnost te istiCe potreba
za snaznijim djelovanjem protiv povreda prava intelektualnog
vlasniStva, posebno onih koji se ¢ine na komercijalnoj razini.

U okviru reformskog procesa vezanog uz uspostavu
Europskog patenta s jedinstvenim ucinkom i Jedinstvenog
patentnog suda Republika Hrvatska ima status promatraca
u lzabranom odboru Upravnog vije¢a Europske patentne
organizacije te Pripremnom odboru za uspostavu Jedinstvenog
patentnog suda. Zavod predstavlja Republiku Hrvatsku u
|zabranom odboru, a Ministarstvo pravosuda u Pripremnom
odboru. Tijekom 2017. godine zavrSene su planirane pripremne
aktivnosti za implementaciju sustava Europskog patenta s
jedinstvenim ucinkom u okviru nadleznosti Izabranog odbora,
no prije poCetka primjene sustava potrebno je razrijesiti
formalna pitanja vezana uz potrebne ratifikacije Sporazuma o
Jedinstvenom patentnom sudu i pratecih provedbenih protokola
od strane zemalja Clanica, prvenstveno Ujedinjene Kraljevine
i Njemacke bez Cijih ratifikacija formalno nije moguc¢ pocCetak
provedbe sustava.

3.1.3. Savjetovanja sa zainteresiranom javnoscu

Zavod je o nacrtu prijedloga zakona kojim se u nacionalno
zakonodavstvo implementira Direktiva 2016/943/EU o zastiti
neotkrivenih znanja i iskustva te poslovnih informacija (poslovne
tajne) od nezakonitog pribavijanja, koristenja i otkrivanja proveo
savjetovanje sa zainteresiranom javnoScu od 9. lipnja do 9.
srpnja 2017. godine. Od 283. veljaCe do 26. ozujka provedeno
je savjetovanje sa zainteresiranom javnoscu u pogledu izmjena
pet pravilnika iz nadleznosti Zavoda iz podrucja industrijskog
vlasniStva radi provedbe reformske mijere ukidanja iz poslovne
prakse obveze korisStenja pecCata, a od 23. kolovoza do 7.

of the European Parliament and of the Council on copyright in the
Digital Single Market.

In November 2017, the European Commission published a
comprehensive package of measures to improve the application
and enforcement of intellectual property rights, presented in
the following documents: Communication on a balanced IP
enforcement system responding to today's societal challenges,
Communication on Guidance on the Directive on the enforcement
of intellectual property rights (hereinafter: IPRED), accompanied
py the Report on the Evaluation of IPRED, the Report on the
Evaluation of the Memorandum of Understanding on the sale of
counterfeit goods via the Internet and Communication on Standard
Essential Patents. The mentioned package of measures is intended
to encourage European companies to invest in innovation and
creativity and to act efficiently against breaches of intellectual
property rights, especially commercial—scale IP infringers.

Within the reform process related to the establishment of the
European Patent with unitary effect and the Unified Patent Court,
the Republic of Croatia has the observer status in the Select
Committee of the Administrative Council of the European Patent
Organization and in the Preparatory Committee of the Unified
Patent Court. The Office represents the Republic of Croatia in the
Select Committee, whereas the representatives of the Ministry of
Justice participated in the meetings of the Preparatory Committee.
During 2017, preparatory activities were completed as planned
to implement the system of a European patent with unitary effect
within the competence of the Select Committee; however, before
making the unitary patent operational, it is necessary to resolve
formal issues regarding necessary ratification of the Agreement on
a Unified Patent Court and supporting implementation protocols
between EU countries, primarily the United Kingdom and Germany
whose ratifications make an essential element in starting to
implement the system.

3.1.3. Consultations with the Interested Public

From 9 June until 9 July 2017, the Office conducted consultations
with interested public in relation to the draft proposal for the act
on implementation of the Directive 2016/943/EU of the European
Parliament and of the Council of 8 June 2016 on the protection of
undisclosed know—how and business information (trade secrets)
against their unlawful acquisition, use and disclosure into the
national legislation. From 23 February until 26 March, consultations
with interested public were conducted regarding amendments

Uz navedeno, Zavod je redovito na svojim mreznim stranicama
obavjestavao javnost i 0 javnim savjetovanjima iz podrucja
djelatnosti Zavoda koje se provode na razini Europske unije i koja
su otvorena za sudjelovanje hrvatskoj javnosti. U svibnju 2017.
godine Europska komisija zapocela je sa provedbom studije o
svjedodzbi o dodatnoj zastiti (nadalje: SPC) u Europskoj uniji na
bazi anketnih upitnika. Istrazivanjem su obuhvacena pitanja o
dosadasnjim iskustvima sa sustavom kao i pojedine prijedloge
0 mogucoj izmjeni postojecih propisa o SPC—u.

3.2. Suradnja i projekti
3.2.1. Nacionalna suradnja

Zavod je i tijgkom 2017. godine intenzivno suradivao s nizom
drzavnih tijela, organizacija i institucija s ciliem razvoja razliCitih
aspekata nacionalnog sustava intelektualnog viasnistva.

Kao i prethodnih godina, najintenzivnija suradnja Zavoda na
nacionalnoj razini ostvarena je s tijelima nadleznima za provedbu
prava intelektualnog vlasnistva, s institucijama Cije nadleznosti
obuhvacaju odredene aspekte zastite intelektualnog viasnistva,
te s organizacijama nositelja prava intelektualnog vlasnistva
kao korisnicima sustava zastite, u okviru redovnog djelovanja
nacionalnog mehanizma koordinacije poslova i aktivnosti
provedbe prava intelektualnog vlasnistva u kojem Zavod ima
koordinativnu ulogu i obavlja poslove tajnistva.

U 2017. godini nastavljene su aktivnosti suradnje na poticanju
primjene intelektualnog vlasnistva u podrucju gospodarstva,
istraZivanja i razvoja te poduzetniStva koje su uspostavljene
u prethodnim razdobljima. Posebno se istiCe inicijativa za
uspostavu aktivne suradnje Zavoda i Hrvatske udruge
poslodavaca temeljem koje je 26. rujna u Zagrebu odrzan i
okrugli stol ,Intelektualno vlasnistvo—alat u poslovanju i jacanju
konkurentnosti na trzistu“. Tijekom 2017. godine odrzana je
edukacijska aktivnost u Zadru temeljem postojeceg sporazuma

to five regulations within competence of the Office in the field
of industrial property in order to implement reform measures of
cancelling the obligation to use seals in business practice, and
from 23 August until 7 September regarding two regulations in the
field of copyright and related rights, adopted upon passing the Act
on Amendments to the Copyright and Related Rights Act. In June,
consultations with interested public were conducted regarding draft
proposal for the Regulations on Simple Procurement Procedures
at the Office.

Furthermore, in accordance with the regulations, the Office
carried out consultations on the Proposal of the Normative Activities
Plan for 2018 in September 2017.

In addition hereto, through its website, the Office kept regularty
informing the public on public consultations in the field of the
Office’s operation held at the level of the European Union and open
1o the Croatian public for participation. In May 2017, the European
Commission has started implementing the study on supplementary
protection certificate (hereinafter: SPC) in the European Union
based on questionnaires. Research included issues concerning
experience with the system so far as well as certain proposals for
possible amendments to the present regulations on SPC.

3.2. Cooperation and Projects
3.2.1. National Cooperation

During 2017, the Office continued with its intense cooperation
with many state authorities, organisations and institutions with
the objective to develop other aspects of the national intellectual
property system.

As in previous years, the most intense cooperation on
the national level was established between the Office and the
authorities responsible for the enforcement of intellectual property
rights, the institutions responsible for certain aspects of intellectual
property protection, and the organisations of intellectual property
right holders as users of the protection system, within regular
operation of national mechanism of coordination of affairs and
activities related to the enforcement of intellectual property rights, in
which the Office has the coordinator role and it performs secretarial
tasks.

In 2017, cooperation activities were continued to encourage
application of intellectual property in the field of economy, research
and development and entrepreneurship established in previous
periods. A special highlight is the initiative to establish active
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izmedu Zavoda i Hrvatske gospodarske komore (HGK) o
medusobnoj poslovnoj suradniji, te edukacijske aktivnosti u
suradnji s Razvojnom agencijom Zagreb. Suradnja je prosirena
i na regionalne centre za transfer tehnologije, udruge i ostale
potporne organizacije te su provedene edukacijske aktivnosti
za dionike Hrvatske platforme za Plavu energiju /PELAGOS.
Nastavljena je suradnja u okviru SveudiliSne inovacijske mreze
(SIM) te redovna suradnja s nadleznim tijelima u okviru programa
za poticanje inovacija, kao i s organizacijama inovatora. Slijedom
navedenog, predstavnici Zavoda sudjelovali su u radu Savjeta
za potpore inovatorima Grada Zagreba.

U 2017. godini Zavod je nastavio i suradnju sa sektorom
kreativnih industrija, osobito nacionalnim udrugama autora i
kolektivnim udrugama nositelja autorskih i srodnih prava. U tom
pogledu istiCe se sudjelovanje Zavoda u stru¢nim raspravama
na javnim dogadanjima u podrucju autorskog i srodnih prava
te kreativnih industrija, kao i pokroviteljstvo od strane Zavoda
prigodnih kampanja i dogadanja vezanih uz zastitu autorskih i
srodnih prava.

IstiCe se i suradnja Zavoda s znanstvenom i akademskom
zajednicom ostvarena tijekom 2017. godine. Zapocet je
projekt suradnje Republike Hrvatske i Svjetske organizacije za
intelektualno viasnistvo (WIPO) s ciliem procjene postojeceg
stanja sustava prijenosa znanja i tehnologija odnosno upravijanja
intelektualnim vlasniStvom na javnim znanstvenoistrazivackim
institucijama, te po potrebi osmisljavanja daljnjin mjera za njihovo
osnazivanje, koji zajedni¢ki provode Ministarstvo znanosti
i obrazovanja i Zavod. Provedba tog projekta zapocela je u
studenom 2017. godine procjenom postojeceg stanja (tzv.
fact finding) koju su proveli struénjaci WIPO—-a, uz odrzavanje
regionalne radionice za predstavnike ureda za transfer tehnologije,
pod nazivom ,Working Together on Use of Internet and Other
Challenges for Open Science” 6. do 7. studenoga u Zagrebu.
U 2017. godini Zavod je nastavio prethodne godine uvedenu
aktivnost dodjele godisnje nagrade za najbolji znanstveni ili
strucni rad u podrucju intelektualnog vlasnistva provedbom
natjeCaja otvorenog od 20. lipnja do 15. studenoga 2017. godine.

cooperation between the Office and the Croatian Employers’
Association, which made a basis for a round—table discussion
held on 26 September in Zagreb: “Intellectual property—a tool
in business and strengthening competitiveness in the market”.
During 2017, an educational action was held in Zadar based
on the present agreement between the Office and the Croatian
Chamber of Economy (HGK) on mutual business cooperation,
and educational activities in cooperation with the Agency for
Development in Zagreb. Cooperation has been extended to
regional centres for transfer of technology as well, to associations
and other supporting organisation, and educational activities were
conducted for stakeholders of the Croatian Platform for Blue Energy
/PELAGOS. Cooperation has been continued within the University
Innovation Network (SIM) and regular cooperation with competent
authorities within the programme to encourage innovations, as
well as with organisations of innovators. Hence, representatives
of the Office participated in the work of the Council for Support to
Innovators of the City of Zagreb.

In 2017, the Office continued to cooperate with the sector of
creative industries, particularly national associations of authors and
collective associations of copyright and related rights holders. In
terms thereof, it needs to be highlighted that the Office participated
in expert discussions at public events in the field of copyright and
related rights and creative industries, as well as that it sponsored
campaigns and events related to the protection of copyright and
related rights.

The cooperation of the Office with scientific and academic
community realised during 2017 is to be highlighted as well. A
project of cooperation between the Republic of Croatia and
the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) has been
started in order o evaluate the present condition of knowledge
and technology transfer system i.e. of intellectual property
management in public scientific—research institutions, and to
conceive further measures for their strengthening as necessary;
the project is being conducted jointly by the Ministry of Science
and Education and the Office. The implementation of this project
started in November 2017 by evaluating the present condition
(the so—called ‘fact finding’) conducted by the WIPO's experts,
together with a regional workshop held from 6 to 7 November
in Zagreb for representatives of the office for technology transfer,
titled “Working Together on Use of Intemet and Other Challenges
for Open Science”. In 2017, the Office continued the activity of
awarding an annual prize, introduced in the previous year, for the
pest scientific or professional work/paper in the field of intellectual
property, by conducting a competition open from 20 June until 15
November 2017.



3.2.2. Medunarodna suradnja

Suradnja Zavoda sa stranim nacionalnim uredima za
intelektualno viasnistvo u 2017. godini ostvarivana je bilateralno,
plurilateralno te multilateralino putem sudjelovanja u radu
medunarodnih organizacija, kao i putem relevantnih regionalnih
i medunarodnih inicijativa.

3.2.2.1. Bilateralna i regionalna suradnja

Tijekom 2017. godine Zavod je nastavio suradnju sa zemljiama
regije srednje i istoCne Europe, prvenstveno putem neformalne
regionalne suradnje u podrucju intelektualnog viasnistva u
okviru tzv. proSirene Visegradske skupine zemalja koju Cine
Ceska, Madarska, Slovadka, Poljska te Austrija, Slovenija,
Hrvatska i Rumunjska. Na redovnim sastancima delegacija
nacionalnih ureda za intelektualno vlasnistvo ove skupine
zemalja razmijenjuju se stajaliSta oko aktualnih pitanja vezanih uz
razvoj sustava intelektualnog viasnistva Europske unije, razvoja
medunarodnog sustava i rada medunarodnih organizacija iz
podrucja intelektualnog vlasnistva, te se dogovaraju aktivnosti
na promicanju zajednickih interesa u europskim i medunarodnim
organizacijama za intelektualno vlasnistvo. Tijekom 2017.
godine odrzana su dva redovna godiSnja sastanka proSirene
ViSegradske skupine na kojima je sudjelovala i delegacija Zavoda,
u lipnju u Tati uz domacinstvo Madarske, dok je u studenom
Republika Hrvatska bila domacin sastanka. Sastanak proSirene
ViSegradske skupine kojemu je domacin po drugi puta bila
Republika Hrvatska, nakon sastanka 2013. godine odrzanog u
Splitu, odrzan je u organizaciji Zavoda u Zagrebu.

Tijekom 2017. godine ostvarena je intenzivna bilateralna
suradnja s nacionalnim uredima za intelektualno vlasnistvo
i predstavnicima nadleznih tijela za provedbu prava tzv.
zemalja susjedstva. U okviru programa suradnje s Europskim
patentnim uredom u radnom posjetu Zavodu u studenom je
boravila delegacija Instituta za intelektualno viasnistvo Bosne
i Hercegovine. Posjeta delegacije Bosne i Hercegovine bila je
usmjerena na podrudje patenata te su prenoSena iskustva o
pretrazivanju baza podataka o patentima, informatickom sustavu
vodenja i upravljanja procesima, kao i 0 sustavu osiguranja
kvalitete. Takoder su predstavijena iskustva u ostvarivanju
suradnje sa sveucilistima te malim i srednjim poduzecima, kao i
nacin i metode rada Informacijskog centra Zavoda (INCENTIV-a).
U prosincu je u radnom posjetu Zavodu boravila delegacija

3.2.2. International Cooperation

In 2017, the Office’s cooperation with foreign national intellectual
property offices was bilateral, plurilateral and multilateral, by
participating in the work of international organizations, as well as
in relevant regional and international initiatives.

3.2.2.1. Bilateral and Regional Cooperation

During 2017, the Office continued its cooperation with the
countries in Central and Eastern Europe, primarily through informal
regional cooperation in the field of intellectual property, as part of
the so—called extended Visegrad Group of states consisting of
the Czech Republic, Hungary, Slovakia, Poland, as well as Austria,
Slovenia, Croatia and Romania. In regular meetings of national
intellectual property offices’ delegations opinions are exchanged
about the current issues concerning the development of the
European Union intellectual property system, the development of
the international system and the work of international organizations
in the field of intellectual property. Furthermore, activities are
arranged in relation to promoting joint interests in European and
international intellectual property organizations. During 2017, two
regular annual meetings of the extended Visegrad Group were
held in June; in Tata, hosted by Hungary, whereas in November
the meeting was hosted by the Republic of Croatia. The meeting
of the extended Visegrad Group hosted by the Republic of Croatia
for the second time, after the meeting held in 2013 in Split, was
organised by the Office and held in Zagreb.

During 2017, the Office had an intensive bilateral cooperation
with national intellectual property offices and representatives of the
enforcement authorities of the so—called neighbouring countries.
The delegation of the Intellectual Property Institute of Bosnia and
Herzegovina paid a working visit to the Office in November within a
cooperation programme with the European Patent Office. The visit
of the delegation of Bosnia and Herzegovina was focused on the
field of patents and experience was exchanged regarding patent
database search, information system of process management, as
well as quality assurance system. Furthermore, experience was
presented in achieving cooperation with universities and small and
medium—sized enterprises, as well as operating way and methods
of the Office’s Information Centre (INCENTIV). In December, the
delegation of the Intellectual property Institute of Montenegro paid
a working visit to the Office, and was made acquainted with the
operation of the Office in more details in the field of trademarks,
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Zavoda za intelektualnu svojinu Crne Gore koja je tom prilikom
detaljnije upoznata s radom Zavoda u podrucju zigova, osobito
u pogledu apsolutnih i relativnih razloga za odbijanje registracije
ziga i postupanjem po zahtjevima za prijenos prava, kao i sa
sustavom zastupanja u podrucju prava industrijskog vlasnistva.

3.2.2.2. Multilateralna i europska suradnja
Svjetska organizacija za intelektualno vlasnistvo (WIPO)

Uz nastavak redovne suradnje sa Svjetskom organizacijom
za intelektualno viasnistvo (WIPO) sudjelovanjem predstavnika
Zavoda u radu pojedinih stru¢nih i upravijackih tijela, u 2017.
godini provedene su i ostale aktivnosti suradnje Zavoda i WIPO-a
iz godiSnjeg programa suradnje na pojedinim projektima.

Najznacajnija aktivnost suradnje s WIPO—-om u 2017. godini
je poCetak projekta suradnje Republike Hrvatske i WIPO-a s
ciliem procjene postojeceg stanja sustava prijenosa znanja i
tehnologija odnosno upravljanja intelektualnim viasnistvom u
javnim znanstvenoistrazivackim institucijama, te po potrebi
osmiSljavanja daljnjin mjera za njihovo osnazivanje. Ovaj projekt
u Republici Hrvatskoj zajednicki provode Ministarstvo znanosti
i obrazovanja i Zavod. U studenom 2017. godine procjenom
postojeceg stanja (tzv. fact finding) koju su proveli stru¢njaci
WIPO-a zapod&ela je provedba projekta. PoCetak projekta bio
je popracen odrzavanjem regionalne radionice za predstavnike
ureda za transfer tehnologije, pod nazivom ,Working Together
on Use of Internet and Other Challenges for Open Science”.
Provedba projekta nastavit ¢e se u 2018. godini razmatranjem
izvies¢a o utvrdenom stanju i definiranjem daljnjih mjera za
unaprjedenje prijenosa znanja i tehnologija odnosno upravijanja
intelektualnim vlasnistvom u javnim znanstvenoistrazivackim
institucijama u Hrvatskoj.

U organizaciji WIPO—-a i Zavoda u prosincu 2017. godine,
odrzana je radionica za patentne zastupnike o novom sustavu
ePCT za elektroniCko podnosenje medunarodnih prijava za
priznanje patenta, s obzirom da Zavod kao prijamni ured PCT-a
planira uvodenje ePCT-a tijegkom 2018. godine. Tijekom ove
radionice sudionici su upoznati sa sustavom ePCT, njegovim
cilievima kao i uslugama i moguc¢nostima koje nudi, te je
prikazano, korak po korak, podnosenje medunarodne prijave i
svih pripadajucih dokumenata u elektroni¢kom obliku.

U suradnji sa Sluzbom za jaanje postivanja prava
intelektualnog vlasnistva WIPO-a tijekom 2017. godine

particularly with regard to absolute and relative grounds for refusal
of trademark registration and to proceeding pursuant to requests
for transmission of rights, as well as to the representation system
in the field of industrial property rights.

3.2.2.2. Multilateral and European Cooperation
World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO)

Regular cooperation with the World Intellectual Property
Organization (WIPO) was continued by the Office’s representatives’
participating in the work of individual expert and administration
authorities in 2017 and carrying out activities of cooperation
between the Office and the WIPO within the annual programme
of cooperation in individual projects.

In 2017, the most significant cooperation with the WIPO
was a project of cooperation started between the Republic of
Croatia and the WIPO aiming to evaluate the present condition of
knowledge and technology transfer system or intellectual property
management in public scientific—research institutions, and to
conceive further measures as necessary for their strengthening.
This project in the Republic of Croatia is being jointly conducted by
the Ministry of Science and Education and the Office. In November
2017, the evaluation of the present condition (the so—called fact
finding) conducted by the WIPO'’s experts presented a start of
implementing the project. The start of the project was accompanied
by a regional workshop held for representatives of the technology
transfer office, titled “Working Together on Use of Intermet and
Other Challenges for Open Science”. The project will continue
to be conducted in 2018 as well, by elaborating on the report
of the present condition and by defining further measures to
improve knowledge and technology transfer or intellectual property
management in public scientific—research institutions in Croatia.

In December 2017, a workshop was organised by the WIPO
and the Office and held for patent representatives in the new ePCT
system for electronic filing of interational patent applications, since
the Office as a PCT reception office plans to introduce ePCT during
2018. At this workshop, attendees were made acquainted with
the ePCT system, its goals as well as services and possibilities
it offers; thus, there was a step—by—step presentation of how to
file an international application and of all the related documents in
electronic format.

In cooperation with the WIPO's Building Respect for IP Division,
a competition was conducted during 2017 for primary and

Nastavljena je i redovna stru¢no-tehnicka suradnja s
Akademijom WIPO-a u okviru odrzavanja Opceg teCaja
intelektualnog viasniStva putem ucenja na daljinu na hrvatskom
jeziku u organizaciji Zavoda (DL 101 HR), kao nacionalne inacice
istoimenog globalnog teCaja na daljinu u organizaciji WIPO-a.
Redovna provedba ovog teCaja zapocetog 2014. godine odvija
se dva puta godisnje.

Zavod je i tijekom 2017. godine nastavio sa aktivnostima
suradnje s WIPO—-om na izdavanju hrvatskih izdanja odabranih
publikacija WIPO-a. Tijekom 2017. godine izdan je hrvatski
prijevod i adaptacija publikacije koja promovira znaaj vaznosti
zastite intelektualnog vlasnistva i upravljanja intelektualnim
vlasnistvom u industriji oglaSavanja. Pri adaptaciji i izdavanju ove
publikacije pod nazivom ,Upravljanje intelektualnim vlasnistvom
u oglasavanju (trziSnom komuniciranju)* Zavod je suradivao sa
Hrvatskim udruzenjem drustava za trziSno komuniciranje (HURA).

Delegacija Hrvatske, u kojoj su sudjelovale ravnateljica i
zamjenica ravnateljice Zavoda, sudjelovala je na 57. godiSnjem
zasjedanju skupstina WIPO-a, a redovno je pracen rad stru¢nih
tijela WIPO —a uz aktivno sudjelovanje predstavnika Zavoda na
vecem broju sastanaka odrzanima pod okriliem WIPO-a.

Europska patentna organizacija (EPO)

Suradnja Zavoda s Europskom patentnom organizacijom,
odnosno Europskim patentnim uredom kao njezinim izvrSnim
tijelom, nastavljena je i tijekom 2017. godine.

Suradnja se odvijala temeliem Bilateralnog plana suradnje
(BCP) izmedu EPO-ai Zavoda za trogodisnje razdoblje od 2016.
do 2018. godine. Tijekom 2017. godine provedene su planirane
aktivnosti u okviru osam projekata—iz podrudja unaprijedenja
kompetencija, vjestina i znanja u podrudju patenata (projekti P02
i P16), jaCanja Europske patentne mreze (P01), jaCanja javne
svijesti o patentima (P03), razvoja informacijskih usluga i alata
u podrucju patenata (P21, P23 i P27), te provodenja usluga
pred—dijagnosti¢kog ispitivanja intelektualnog viasnistva (P05).

U okviru projekta PO3—ja&anje javne svijesti o patentima, u
lipnju je u organizaciji EPO—a i Zavoda u Zagrebu odrzan okrugli
stol o postupcima patentiranja u podrucju biotehnologije. Dogadaj
je bio namijenjen predstavnicima industrije i poduzetnistva,

secondary schoolchildren from the Republic of Croatia for the
best literary work, video work, composition, fine art work or a
cartoon to the topic of Innovation for a Better Life opened on the
occasion of celebrating the World Intellectual Property Day on 26
April.

Regular expert—technical cooperation with the WIPO Academy
was continued within the General Intellectual Property Course by
distance leamning in Croatian, organised by the Office (DL 1071
HR), as a national version of a global distance leaming course of
the same name, organised by the WIPO. This course has been
started in 2014 and it is held twice a year on a regular basis.

During 2017, the Office continued the cooperation with the
WIPO regarding the publication of Croatian versions of selected
WIPO’s publications. The Croatian edition and adaption of the
publication promoting the importance of intellectual property
protection and management in advertising industry was published
during 2017. With adapting and publishing of this publication
fitled “Managing Intellectual Property in the Advertising Industry
(Market Communication)”, the Office cooperated with the Croatian
Association of Communications Agencies (HURA).

The Croatian delegation, including Director General and Assistant
Director General, participated in the 57th series of meetings of the
WIPO assemblies, the work of the WIPO's expert bodies has been
regularly observed in addition to active participation of the Office’s
representatives in a number of meetings held under the umbrella
of the WIPO.

European Patent Organisation (EPO)

The cooperation between the Office and the European Patent
Organisation and the European Patent Office as its executive body
respectively, continued in 2017.

The cooperation with the EPO was based on the Bilateral
Cooperation Plan (BCP) between the EPO and the Office, signed
by the beginning of 2016 for the upcoming period from 2016 to
2018. During 2017, the activities planned were carried out within
eight projects—in the field of improving competences, skills and
knowledge in the field of patents (PO2 and P16), strengthening the
Furopean Patent Network (PO1), strengthening public awareness
of patents (PO3), developing information services and tools in the
field of patents (P21, P23 and P27), and providing services of
pre—diagnostic examination of intellectual property (PO5).

The round—table discussion on patenting procedures in the
field of biotechnology, organised by the European Patent Office
and by the Office, was held in June in Zagreb within the PO3
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znanstvenoistrazivaCkim te potpornim organizacijama za transfer
tehnologije i inovacije, nadleznim drzavnim tijelima, patentnim
zastupnicima te ostaloj zainteresiranoj stru¢noj javnosti sa
ciliem razvoja platforme za razmjenu znanja i prakse u podrucju
biotehnologije, podizanje javne svijesti 0 moguc¢nostima i
specificnostima patentiranja izuma iz podrucja biotehnologije
te upoznavanje s praksom u ovom podrucju. Okruglom stolu
prethodila je i interna struéna rasprava izmedu ispitivaca EPO-a
i Zavoda na kojoj su strucnjaci medusobno razmijenili iskustva
i mislienja o aktualnostima u patentnim postupcima u podrudju
biotehnologije u svrhu ujednacavanja prakse.

Aktivnosti na jaCanju jezi¢nih kompetencija zaposlenika
Zavoda u podrudju sluzbenih jezika EPO-a u okviru projekta

P02, zapocete jos 2013. godine, nastavljene su i u 2017.

godini. U okviru projekta P16 putem kojega EPO pruza
struCnu i financijsku potporu kandidatima za polaganje ispita za
ovlastenog Europskog patentnog zastupnika iz zemalja Clanica s
malim brojem takvih zastupnika, u 2017. je iz Hrvatske uklju¢ena
jedna kandidatkinja.

U 2017. godini nastavljeno je i sa nacionalnom javhom
promocijom nagrade Europski izumitelj (European Inventor
Award) koju dodijeljuje EPO.

Predstavnici Zavoda su tijekom godine sudjelovali na
svim sastancima Upravnog vije¢a EPO-a, njegovog glavnog
upravljackog tijela, kao i u radu svih drugih upravljackih i stru¢nih
tijela, uklju€ujuci i godisnji sastanak o suradnji izmedu EPO-a
i zemalja Clanica koji se 2017. godine odrzao u Bergenu, u
Norveskoj.

Ured Europske unije za intelektualno vlasnistvo (EUIPO)

Redovni formalni okvir kojim se utvrduju godiSnje aktivnosti
suradnje Zavoda i EUIPO—-a Cine Ugovor o suradnji izmedu
Zavoda i EUIPO-a, temeliem kojeg se odvija suradnja Zavoda
i EUIPO—-a u aktivnostima Europske mreze zigova i dizajna na
zajednickim projektima i programima za uskladivanje prakse u
podrucju ispitivanja zigova i industrijskog dizajna, te Bilateralni
ugovor o suradnji na promotivnim i informacijskim uslugama
vezanim uz zig Europske unije i dizajn Zajednice. Oba ugovora
za 2017. godinu stupila su na snagu 1. sijeCnja 2017. godine.

U okviru aktivnosti Europske mreze zigova i dizajna Zavod
je tijekom 2017. godine sudjelovao u dva podrucja aktivnosti
na priblizavanju prakse (tzv. programi konvergiranja) iz podrucja
industrijskog dizajna. U sklopu revizije taksonomije pojmova
naznake proizvoda i prijevoda harmonizirane baze podataka

project—strengthening public awareness of patents. The event
was intended for industry and entrepreneurship representatives,
scientific—research and supporting organisations for technology
transfer and innovations, for competent state authorities, patent
representatives and other interested professional public, with an
aim to develop a platform for knowledge and practice exchange
in the field of biotechnology, to raise public awareness of
possibilities and specific features of patenting an invention in the
field of biotechnology and to get acquainted with practice in this
field. The round—table discussion was anticipated by an internal
professional discussion between the EPO’s and the Office’s
examiners exchanging experiences and opinions on actual issues
in patent procedures in the field of biotechnology for the purpose
of standardising practices.

Related to strengthening of language competences of the Office
employees regarding official languages of the EPO within the PO2
project, which commenced as early as in 2013, the activities were
continued in 2017 as well. Within the P16 programme, through
which the EPO provides professional and financial support to the
candidates taking the exam for a professional European patent
representative from the Member States having a small number
of such representatives, there was one candidate from Croatia
interested in participating in this project in 2017.

The European Inventor Award, presented by the European
Patent Organisation continued to be publicly promoted on a
national level in 2017.

During 2017, representatives of the Office participated in all
meetings of the EPO’s Administrative Council, the EPO’'s main
governing body, as well as in the work of other administrative
and expert bodies, including the annual meeting on cooperation
between the EPO and the member states, held in Bergen, Norway,
in 2017,

European Union Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO)

Regular formal framework to define annual activities of the
cooperation between the Office and the EUIPO comprises the
Cooperation Agreement between the Office and the EUIPO,
pursuant to which the Office and the EUIPO cooperate in relation
to the activities of the European Trade Mark and Design Network
regarding joint projects and convergence programmes for the
harmonisation of practice concerning trademark and industrial
design examination, and the Bilateral Agreement on Cooperation
in Promotional and Information Services Related to the European
Union Trademark and the Community Design. Both agreements

Slijedom intenzivnog sudjelovanja Zavoda u razli€itim
projektima i programima suradnje u okviru aktivnosti Europske
mreze zigova i dizajna (ETMDN), na mreznim stranicama
Zavoda, u uspostavljenom novom izborniku sa sadrzajem i
informacijama o namjeni, tijeku i rezultatima sudjelovanja Zavoda
u radu ETMDN —a redovito se unose dopune i izmjene sadrzaja
sukladno dinamici razvoja projekata i programa. Posebno
se istiCe objava zajedniCke komunikacije nacionalnih ureda
nadleznih za registraciju zigova drzava Clanica Europske unije
u okviru Europske mreze zZigova i dizajna o prikazu novih vrsta
zigova.

Putem djelovanja nacionalnog mehanizma koordinacije
provedbe prava intelektualnog vlasnisStva u 2017. godini
ostvarena je i vrlo intenzivna suradnja u okviru Europske
promatracnice za povrede prava intelektualnog vlasnistva
(EU Promatracnica) pri Uredu Europske unije za intelektualno

vlasnistvo. U okviru Bilateralnog ugovora o suradnji za 2017.

godinu odrzan je dvodnevni seminar za suce i drzavne odvjetnike
o kaznenopravnoj zastiti intelektualnog vlasnistva, odrzavana
je aktivnost nacionalne koordinacije za provedbu prava
intelektualnog vlasnistva na druStvenim mrezama, odrzavanjem
javnog dogadanja u Sibeniku nastavijeno je s provedbom akcije
»Stop krivotvorinama i piratstvu® koju Zavod provodi u suradniji
s ostalim relevantnim institucijama uklju¢enima u koordinaciju
za provedbu prava, te je osmiSlien i projekt Dan intelektualnog
vlasnistva za djecu Cija provedba je zapocela odrzavanjem dva
dogadanja, u Zagrebu i Varazdinu.

Delegacija Zavoda predstavijala je Republiku Hrvatsku
i sudjelovala na redovnim sastancima Upravnog odbora i

for 2017 entered into force on 1 January 2017.

As part of the activities of the European Trademark and Design
Network, the Office implemented during 2017 two areas of
activities concerning the convergence of practice (the so—called
convergence programmes) in the field of industrial design. Within
revision of the taxonomy of product indication terms and translation
of Harmonised Database of Product Indications, the Office
participated also in establishing the DesignClass tool intended
for users to facilitate product indication search in the harmonised
database of product indications.

During 2017, the Office participated in the new joint project
aiming at significantly improving the existing joint information
systems of registered trademark and industrial design database
search, TMView and DesignView.

The Office continued to cooperate with the EUIPO and other
national offices within the convergence programme intended
to revise and harmonize the terms used in the TMClass joint
information system, intended for searching the classification of
goods and services for the purpose of trademark registration, and
it actively cooperated in the work of the joint platform for the entry
of proposals and changes of terms within this system.

As part of the Office’s intensive participation in various projects and
programmes of cooperation within the activities of the European
Trade Mark and Design Network (ETMDN), a new menu was
established on the website of the Office containing information
about the purpose, the progress and results of the Office’s
participation in the work of ETMDN, with regular amendments to
the content pursuant to the development dynamics of projects and
programs. A special highlight is a joint communication published
by national offices competent for trademark registration of the
Furopean Union Member States within the European Trade Mark
and Design Network on representation of new types of trademarks.

Via national mechanism of coordination of the enforcement of
intellectual property rights in 2017, a very intensive cooperation
was achieved within the European Observatory on Infringements
of Intellectual Property Rights (the EU Observatory) at the European
Union Intellectual Property Office. Within the Bilateral Agreement
on Cooperation for 2017, a two—day seminar for judges and
state attorneys was held in relation to criminal protection of
intellectual property; the activity of the national coordination for the
enforcement of intellectual property rights was maintained on social
networks; a public event held in Sibenik presented a continuation
of the “Stop counterfeiting and piracy” action conducted by the
Office in cooperation with other relevant institutions involved in
coordination for the enforcement of rights; also, a new project
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Odbora za proracun EUIPO —a u lipnju i studenom 2017. godine.

4.1. Patents

Patent protection in the Republic of Croatia is achieved via
the national or the regional route. Protection can be granted via
the national route either by directly filing the patent application
with the Office or by entry of the international application into the
national phase on the basis of the Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT),
wherein the Office decides whether to grant patent protection or
not. Protection via the regional route can be achieved by filing a
European patent application to the European Patent Office (EPO) in
accordance with the European Patent Convention. In this case, the
European Patent Office makes the decision whether to grant the
patent or not, whereas the Office only conducts formal procedures
in relation to the entry of the patent into the patent register valid on
the territory of the Republic of Croatia maintained by the Office.

U 2017. godini zabiliezen je do sada najnizi godisnji broj
prijava patenata podnesenih nacionalnim putem, ukupno 159
prijava, Sto u odnosu na prethodnu godinu predstavlja smanjenje
broja prijava za 18%.

QOd tog broja 148 prijava su prijave domacih podnositelja, $to
je 18% manje u odnosu na 2016. godinu kada je zaprimlieno
175 takvih prijava, dok preostalih 11 Cine prijave stranih
podnositelja. Nizak stupanj interesa stranih podnositelja za
nacionalnim postupkom odnosno nacionalnom fazom postupka
prema PCT—-u posliedica je preferencije stranih podnositelja
da patentnu zastitu u Republici Hrvatskoj ostvare putem
upisa europskih patenata u registar Zavoda odnosno ulaskom
medunarodne prijave u europsku, regionalnu fazu postupka
prema PCT—u, imajuci u vidu prevladavajuci interes stranih
prijavitelja za zastitom patenta na viSe drzavnih podrucja.

In 2017, a total of 159 patent applications were filed with the
Office, which is the lowest recorded annual number of applications
via the national route and represents a decrease of 18% compared
to the previous year.

Out of that number, a total of 148 applications were filed by
resident applicants, representing 18% less than compared to the
2016, when there were 175 such applications filed and 11 by
non-resident applicants. A low degree of interest by non—resident
applicants in the national procedure or the national phase of the
PCT procedure is a consequence of non—resident applicants
preferring to achieve patent protection in the Republic of Croatia
by entering European patents into the register of the Office or by
an intemational application entering into the European, regional
phase of the PCT procedure, bearing in mind that non—resident
applicants prefer patent protection in several state territories.

U 2017. godini podneseno je 77 zahtjeva za upis proSirenih
europskih patenata prema Sporazumu o suradnji na podrucju
patenata izmedu Vlade Republike Hrvatske i Europske patentne
organizacije (Sporazum o suradnji i prosirenju) koji je bio na snazi
od 2004. do 2008. godine. Broj zahtjeva za upis europskih
patenata temeljem Europske patentne konvencije (EPC), koja je
na snazi u Hrvatskoj od 1. sijeCnja 2008. godine, u 2017. godini
iznosi 1765, sto Cini povecanje od 17% u odnosu na 2016.
godinu, kada je zaprimlieno 1510 takvih zahtjeva i potvrduje
kontinuirani trend rasta interesa za patentnom zastitom putem
europskog patenta u Republici Hrvatskoj.

Zavodu je u 2017. godini kao prijamnom uredu za postupke
temeliem PCT Ugovora podneseno 19 medunarodnih prijava
za zastitu patenta nacionalnih podnositelja, Sto je najmanii broj
ove vrste prijava u posliednjih 15 godina i predstavlja smanjenje
od 30% u odnosu na proteklu godinu.

The number of resident legal persons (companies) that filed
a patent application via the national route in 2017 is at the level
of the number from 2014 and 2015, but lower in comparison
to 2016 by 28%—there were 26 applications filed compared to
the 36 filed in the previous year. The number of natural persons
as applicants is also lower by 12%—from 139 to 122. Amongst
resident applicants, natural persons keep significantly prevailing,
making a high 82% of the total number of resident applicants.

Non-resident applicants filed a total of 11 patent applications
via the national route—73% were filed by legal persons, wherein
the highest number of applications by all non—resident applicants
comes from the EU Member States (64%) and the neighbouring
states (18%).

In 2017, there were 77 requests for the extension of European
patent applications to be entered on the basis of the Agreement on
Cooperation in the Field of Patents between the Government of the
Republic of Croatia and the European Patent Organisation, which
was in force from 2004 to 2008. In 2017, 1765 requests were
filed for entry of European patents on the basis of the European
Patent Convention (EPC), which is in force in Croatia as of 1
January 2008, making an increase of 17% in relation to 2016,
when 1510 such applications were filed confirming a continuous
increasing trend of interest in patent protection via the European
patent in the Republic of Croatia.

In 2017, there were 19 international patent applications filed
by national applicants with the Office, as the PCT receiving office,
which is the lowest number of this kind of applications in the last 15
years and represents a 30% decrease compared to the previous
year.

During 2017, a total of 1935 patents was entered into the
register of the Office, out of which 86 (4%) were patents granted
in national proceedings, and 1849 (96%) were patents granted
in regional proceedings or European patents with effect in the
Republic of Croatia.

The total annual number of patents entered into the register was
16% higher compared to the previous year, whereas the number
of patents granted in national proceedings was 18% lower, while
the number of European patents increased by 19%.

According to the structure of the holders of European patents
entered into the register of the Office in 2017, non—resident legal
persons make as much as 95%, whereas among the holders
there are only 4 resident legal persons.

Atthe end of 2017, a total of 5992 patents were valid in Croatia,
out of which 371 were consensual patents. Compared to the
previous year, the total number of valid patents was higher by
17%. Thereby, 1356 valid patents (23%) were granted in national
procedure.

As per technical fields, the majority of valid patents granted
via the national route are still in IPC classes A61 (preparations for
medical or dental purposes) 24.8%; CO7 (organic chemistry) 18%;
B60-B68 (transportation) 8.3% and EO1—EO06 (fixed constructions)
6.8%.

There is also a similar distribution among European patents
entered in the register of the Office—the majority of valid
patents in IPC classes CO7 (organic chemistry) 29.3%, then
AB1 (preparations for medical or dental purposes) 24.3% and
B60-B68 (transportation) 6.1%.

It has been already the second year in a row that there was
not one request filed to declare a patent invalid.

In 2017, in the field of legislative activities in the field of patents,
Amendments to the Regulations under the Patent Cooperation
Treaty (PCT), and Amendments to the Implementing Regulations
of the EPC were adopted. Furthermore, following the Decision

2016. godine, provedena je reformska mjera ukidanja pecata
iz poslovne prakse s ciliem modernizacije poslovnih procesa i
poboljSanja usluga tijela drzavne uprave zbog ¢ega je u svibnju
odgovarajuce izmijenjen i dopunjen Pravilnik o patentu.

Razvitak ljudskih resursa u postupcima zastite patenta

of the Government of the Republic of Croatia from 4 May 2016,
there was a reform measure conducted to cancel the use of seals
in business practice with an aim to upgrade business processes
and improve services rendered by state administration authorities;
therefore, the Patent Regulations were accordingly amended in
May.

Human resources in patent grant procedure, during 2017, were
developed primarily via the “Institutional Strengthening” project
within the framework of the Bilateral Cooperation Plan between the
Office and the European Patent Office (BCP), where 8 employees
from the Patents Department participated in expert specialisation
programmes organised by the EPO, namely 13 seminars or
workshops and a distance learning programme. The expert
specialisation programmes concemed patent grant procedures,
the manner of designating and using the patent documentation
and standards and tools for the exchange of patent documents
and information.
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4.1.1. Svjedodzbe o dodatnoj zastiti (SPC)

Od ulaska u ¢lanstvo Europske unije u Hrvatskoj je po
isteku roka vazenja patenta moguce ishoditi svjedodzbu o
dodatnoj zastiti (Supplementary Protection Certificate —SPC)
na maksimalno 5 godina za onaj dio izuma zasti¢enog patentom
koji se odnosi na proizvod koji je sastavni dio lijeka namijenjenoga
liudimaili zivotinjama ili sredstva za zastitu bilja, za Cije stavljanje u
promet je potrebno prethodno odobrenje nadleznoga drzavnog
tijela. Dodatno, trajanje SPC—a moze se produljiti za 6 mjeseci
u slu€aju da se zastita odnosi na lijek za pedijatrijsku upotrebu.
Slijedom toga, pocevsi od 1. srpnja 2013. godine, Zavod je
postao tijelo nadlezno za izdavanje sviedodzbe o dodatnoj zastiti
primjenom odredaba Uredbe (EZ) 469/09 Europskog parlamenta
i Vileca od 6. svibnja 2009. i Uredbe (EZ) 1610/96 Europskog
parlamenta i Vije¢a od 23. srpnja 1996. koje se odnose na
svjedodzbe o dodatnoj zastiti za lijekove za ljude i zivotinje, te
za sredstva za zastitu bilja.

U 2017. godini zaprimljena su ukupno 32 zahtjeva za
izdavanje sviedodzbe o dodatnoj zastiti, u odnosu na 2016.
godinu kada je podneseno 30 takvih zahtjeva.

Kao i u prethodnim razdobljima, glavnina zahtjeva za izdavanje
SPC-a zaprimljenih tijekom 2017. godine (njih 29) odnosi se na
liekove, dok se samo 3 zahtjeva odnose na sredstva za zastitu
bilja.

Od navedenog ukupnog broja zahtjeva u 2017. godinu
najveci je broj, njih 53,1%, podnesen od strane podnositelja iz
SAD-a, 15,6% zahtjeva odnosi se na podnositelie iz Njemacke,
a 13% podnositelja zahtjeva je iz Svicarske.

Tijekom 2017. godine ukupno je temelijem provedenog
postupka izdano 10 svjedodZzbi o dodatnoj zastiti, koje ¢e
stupiti na snagu odmah po isteku trajanja temeljnog patenta,
pod uvjetom placanja troSkova odrzavanja. Na ligkove se odnosi
9 izdanih svjedodzbi, a samo jedna na sredstvo za zastitu bilja.
Najvedi broj sviedodzbi izdan je podnositeljima iz Svicarske
(80%), Belgije (20%) te po jedna svjedodzba podnositeljima iz
Njemacke, SAD—-a, Portugala, Japana i Italije.

4.1.1. Supplementary Protection Certificates (SPC)

Since becoming a member of the European Union, it is possible
to obtain a Supplementary Protection Certificate (SPC) in Croatia,
following the expiry of patent validity, for a maximum period of
5 years and for the part of the patented invention relating to
the product which is a constituent part of a medicinal product
intended for humans or animals or a plant protection product, the
marketing of which requires prior authorisation of the competent
state authority. In addition, the duration of the SPC can be
prolonged by 6 months if the protection relates to a medicinal
product for paediatric use. Consequently, with effect from 1 July
2013, the Office has become the authority in charge for granting
Supplementary Protection Certificates based on the application of
the provisions of the Regulation (EC) No. 469/09 of the European
Parliament and of the Council of 6 May 2009, and the Regulation
(EC) No. 1610/96 of the European Parliament and of the Council
of 23 July 1996, conceming Supplementary Protection Certificates
for medicines intended for humans or animals as well as for plant
protection products.

A total of 32 applications for issuing supplementary protection
certificates were filed in 2017, in relation to 30 applications filed
in 2016.

Just like in the previous years, the majority of applications filed
in 2017 (29 of them) relate to medicinal products, whereas only
3 applications relate to plant protection products.

Out of the mentioned total number of applications for 2017,
the majority thereof, 53.1%, was filed by applicants from the USA,
15.6% of applications refer to applicants from Germany, and 13%
of applicants come from Switzerland.

During 2017, a total of 10 SPCs was granted and they will enter
into force immediately following the expiry of underlying patents,
provided that maintenance fees are duly paid. 9 SPCs relate to
medicinal products, and only one to a plant protection product.
The majority of SPCs was granted to applicants from Switzerland
(30%), Belgium (20%) and Germany, the USA, Portugal, Japan
and Italy—one each.

Zastitu ziga u Republici Hrvatskoj moguce je ostvariti u
nacionalnom postupku koji u potpunosti provodi Zavod, u
medunarodnom postupku koji se provodi putem tzv. Madridskog
sustava medunarodne registracije Zzigova u kojem Zavod provodi
dio postupka, a od ulaska u ¢lanstvo Europske unije i zastitom
ziga Europske unije koji vrijedi na ukupnom teritoriju Europske
unije, putem postupka koji u cijelosti provodi Ured Europske
unije za intelektualno vlasnistvo.

Mogucnost zastite ziga na podrucju Republike Hrvatske kao
dijela jedinstvenog trziSta Europske unije putem ziga Europske
unije, koja postoji od stupanja Hrvatske u Clanstvo Europske
unije, znacajno je utjecala na pad broja prijava za zastitu ziga
u Hrvatskoj putem nacionalnog i medunarodnog postupka. U
2017. godini kao ¢etvrtoj punoj godini Clanstva nastavlja se trend
pada broja nacionalnih prijava ziga, osobito u odnosu na broj
prijava stranih prijavitelja. Udio broja prijava stranih podnositelja
u odnosu na ukupni broj prijava za 2017. godinu je 15%, dok

4.2. Trademarks

In the Republic of Croatia, trademark protection can be
achieved in national procedure entirely carried out by the Office,
in international procedure via the so—called Madrid System for the
International Registration of Marks, in which the Office conducts
only a part of the registration process, and, since the accession to
the membership in the European Union also through the protection
of the European Union trademark which is valid in the entire territory
of the European Union, via proceedings entirely carried out by the
European Union Intellectual Property Office.

The possibility to protect trademarks in the territory of the
Republic of Croatia as a part of the unitary market of the European
Union using the European Union trademark, which exists ever since
Croatia became a member of the European Union, significantly
influenced the decrease in the number of trademark applications in
Croatia via the national and the international route. In 2017, which
is the fourth full year of membership, a trend of decrease in the
number of national trademark application continues, especially
in relation to the number of applications by non—residents. In
relation to the total number of applications for 2017, the share of
the number of applications by non—residents is 156%, whereas this
share was 40% in 2012 before accessing the European Union.

During 2017, 1473 trademark applications were filed with the
Office via the national route, which is by 6% less applications

The annual number of applications filed via the national route in
2017 is thus 34% lower in relation to 2012 as the last year before
the Republic of Croatia becoming a member of the European
Union.

Out of the total number of applications filed with the Office
via the national route in 2017, resident applicants filed 1247
applications, compared to 226 applications filed by non—resident
applicants. A decrease in the number of applications by resident
applicants primarily contributed to the decrease in the total number
of applications via the national route in 2017, in relation to the
previous year. Nominally, the number of applications by residents
is by 91 applications lower, and the number of applications by
non-residents is by 4 applications lower compared to the number
of applications filed in 2016.

During 2017, there were also 1615 requests filed for the
extension of the international trademark registration to the Republic
of Croatia via the Madrid System for the International Registration of
Mearks. The number of such requests increased by 21% compared
to the previous year when there were 1303 applications filed. Thus,
the trend of decrease in the number of requests for extension of
the international trademark registration to the Republic of Croatia
via the Madrid System for the International Registration of Marks
was stopped, but the number of requests is 65% lower than
the number of requests filed in 2012 as the last year before the
Republic of Croatia became a member of the European Union.

The total number of applications in 2017, taking into account
the trademark applications filed via the national route and the
requests for extension filed through the Madrid System for the
International Registration of Marks, was 3088. Compared to the
previous year, this number is 8% higher due to the increase in the
number of requests filed through the Madrid System.

However, the mentioned total annual number of applications
in 2017 primarily affects the business operation of the Office,
whereas to gain the complete picture about the number of
trademark applications in the territory of Croatia, one must take into
account that, according the published data, 146,262 applications
for the protection of the European Union trademark were filed in
2017 with the European Union Intellectual Property Office, and
these relate to the territory of the Republic of Croatia, as well.
Therefore, it can be concluded that, in 2017, a total of 149,350
trademark applications were filed in relation to the territory of
Croatia, whereas it must be emphasised that the official records
on the European Union trademarks are entirely being kept by the
EUIPO. Legal effects of the European Union trademark in the
territory of the Republic of Croatia affect also the increase in the
number of two—party procedures before the Office, where a former
European Union trademark represents the legal basis of initiating
the procedure; such procedures make up 60% of the total number
of 92 requests to initiate two—party procedures during 2017.

As in previous years, in 2017 the most individually represented
country from which non-resident applicants that have filed

Republiku Hrvatsku putem Madridskog sustava naj¢escée su
trazili prijavitelji iz Kine i Njemacke. Prijavitelji iz Kine Cine 16%, a
prijavitelji iz Njemacke 10% zatrazenih proSirenja medunarodnih
registracija za Republiku Hrvatsku. Prema udjelu u ukupnom
broju, nakon prijavitelja iz Kine te Njemacke slijede prijavitelji
iz Turske, Svicarske, Srbije i Austrile.

United States of America (USA). The number of US applicants
makes up 24% of the total number of non-resident applicants.
They are followed by applicants from Switzerland, Germany, Great
Britain and South Korea.

In 2017, the extension of the international trademark registration
to the Republic of Croatia via the Madrid System was most
frequently requested by applicants from China and Germany.
Applicants from China make up 16%, and applicants from
Germany make up 10% of requests for extension of international
trademark registrations to the Republic of Croatia. According to
the share in the total number, applicants from China and Germany
are followed by applicants from Turkey, Switzerland, Serbia and
Austria. Considering the total number of trademark applications
filed via the national route and the number of requests for extension
of registrations to the Republic of Croatia via the Madrid System,
the majority of applications in 2017, after resident applicants, was
filed by applicants from China and Germany.

Zavodom podnosile su uglavnom pravne osobe—u 2017. godini
podnijele su 1158 prijava. FiziCke osobe prijavile su 315 Zigova,
Sto &ini 21% od ukupno prijavijenih zigova. Kao i prethodne
godine radi se uglavnom o domacim fizi€kim osobama, dok su
strane fiziCke osobe podnijele samo 9 prijava u nacionalnom
postupku pred Zavodom.

In national procedure before the Office in 2017, most trademark
applications, a total of 40, were filed by the Ministry of Environment
and Energy, whereas the second place is also taken by a resident
applicant—the company Ostrc d.o.o. for Trade and Services. Asin
previous years, trademark applications via the national route before
the Office were mostly filed by legal persons—1158 applications
in 2017. Natural persons filed 315 trademark applications, which
make up 21% of the total number of trademark applications. As in
the previous year, it is the case of mostly resident natural persons,
whereas non-resident natural persons filed only 9 applications
via the national route before the Office.

In 2017, 100 international trademark applications were filed
via the Madrid System, for which the Republic of Croatia is the
office of origin (applications by residents), which makes up 20
applications less than in the previous year. The annual number of
this kind of international applications shows periodic oscillations,
so that a decrease in the number thereof in 2017 in relation to the
previous period does not provide basis for a reliable conclusion
on a decreasing trend in the number of such applications.

Considering trademark applications filed in 2017 via the national

Splitsko—dalmatinske Zupanije sa 61 prijavom i podnositelji
iz Primorsko—goranske zupanije s 50 prijava.

route according to counties of origin of resident applicants, 64% of
the total number of applications were filed by applicants from the
Zagreb County and the City of Zagreb. Applicants from the Istria
County, ranked second in number, filed 87 applications, which
make up 7% of the total number of applications. Applicants from
the Split—Dalmatia County with 61 applications and applicants
from the Primorje—Gorski Kotar County with 50 applications
follow concerning the share in the total number of applications.
Compared to the previous year, the number of applications in 2017
by applicants from the Zagreb County is rather equal, and the
number of applications from the Istria County, the Split—Dalmatia
County and the Primorje—Gorski Kotar County decreased.
During 2017, considering the total number of trademark
applications filed via the national route and requests for extension
of protection via the international route, as in the previous year,

Ukupan broj vazecih prava ziga u 2017. godini temelijem
registracija u nacionalnom postupku i medunarodnih registracija
ziga putem Madridskog sustava maniji je u odnosu na ukupan
broj vazecih prava u 2016. godini, ¢ime se nastavlja trend
smanjivanja ukupnog broja vazecih prava zapocet 2014. godine.
Na kraju 2017. godine ukupno je u vazenju u Republici Hrvatskoj
temeljem postupaka registracije u nacionalnom i medunarodnom
postupku putem Madridskog sustava bilo 116 970 zigova, Sto
je 4871 zigova odnosno 4% manje u odnosu na prethodnu
2016. godinu i rezultat je prvenstveno znacajnijeg godisnjeg
smanjenja broja zigova u vazenju registriranin putem Madridskog
sustava (-5%). Od ukupnog broja zigova u vazenju na zigove
registrirane u nacionalnom postupku pred Zavodom odnosi se
28 163 ziga il 24%.

requests for extension of protection via the international route
trademarks in class 9 were most frequently applied for. Also,
trademark applications filed by non-residents directly with the
Office refer most frequently to the goods in class 9. As in the
previous year, resident applicants mostly applied for trademarks
for services in classes 35 and 41 of the Nice Classification.

The total number of valid trademarks in 2017, based on
registration via the national route and international trademark
registrations via the Madrid System, is lower compared to the total
number of valid rights in 2016, continuing the decreasing trend
in relation to the total number of valid rights, which commenced
in 2014. At the end of 2017, a total of 116,970 trademarks were
valid in the Republic of Croatia, on the basis of registration via
the national route and the international route through the Madrid
System, which is 4871 trademarks or 4% less than in the previous
year of 2016 being a result primarily of a rather significant annual
decrease in the number of valid trademarks registered via the
Madrid System (—5%). Out of the total number of valid trademarks,
28,163 trademarks are trademarks registered via the national route
before the Office, which makes up 24%. The distribution of the
number of valid trademarks in the Republic of Croatia between the
trademarks registered via the national route and those registered
via the Madrid System was insignificantly changed compared to
the previous year, that is, the share of valid trademarks registered
via the Madrid System slightly decreased.

Out of the total number of valid trademarks registered via
the national route, 14,068 or 50% are trademarks of resident
holders, representing a slight increase in relation to the previous
year of 2016. The majority of trademarks of non—resident holders
registered via the national route are, as in previous years, from the
USA (21%), followed by Great Britain (4%) and Japan (4%).

Considering the trademarks registered via the national route
according to the class of goods and services which they were
registered for, in 2017, the majority of valid trademarks pertain
to class 35, followed by class 5 (pharmaceuticals, medical and
veterinary preparations; sanitary preparations). The majority of valid
trademarks of resident holders relate to class 35, while the most

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Tijekom 2017. godine podneseno je 7 zahtjeva za proglasenje
ziga nistavim, a 11 zigova je proglaseno nistavim.

U 2017. godini, slijedom Zakljucka Vliade Republike Hrvatske
iz 2016. godine, provedena je reformska mjera ukidanja pecata
iz poslovne prakse s ciliem modernizacije poslovnih procesa i
poboljSanja usluga tijela drzavne uprave, zbog €ega je u svibnju
odgovarajuce izmijenjen i dopunjen Pravilnik o zigu.

Tijekom 2017. godine u sluzbenom glasilu Republike
Hrvatske objavljene su dvije dopune Zajedni¢kog Pravilnika
prema Madridskom sporazumu i Protokolu o medunarodnoj
registraciji zigova, usvojene 2015. godine i 2016. godine.

Nadalje, tijekom 2017. godine intenzivno je pripreman nacrt
prijedloga novog Zakona o zigu s ciliem transponiranja Direktive
(EU) 2015/2436 o zigovima u nacionalno zakonodavstvo i
poboljSanja nacionalnog normativnog okvira sustava zastite ziga,
koji je krajem godine upucen na razmatranje radnoj skupini za
izradu novog Zakona o zigu.

U pogledu ostalih aspekata razvoja postupaka u podrucju
zastite Zigova, od stupanja u Clanstvo Europske unije struktura
poslova Zavoda u ovom podrudju je znagajno izmijenjena. Dok
je broj postupaka i opseg poslova na njihovoj neposrednoj
provedbi smanjen slijedom sudjelovanja Republike Hrvatske
u sustavu ziga EU-a, kontinuirano raste opseg ostalih
strucnih poslova, prvenstveno u pogledu sudjelovanja Zavoda
u programima primjene usuglasenih zajedniCkih praksi
nacionalnih ureda nadleznih za zigove drzava Clanica Europske
unije i Ureda Europske unije za intelektualno viasnistvo, te u
projektima suradnje na razvoju zajednickih informacijskih
servisa i alata, odnosno na njihovom daljnjem odrzavanju. U
odnosu na primjenu navedenih usuglasenih praksi i zajednickih
alata, korisnici sustava zastite ziga tijekom 2017. godine
kontinuirano su obavjeStavani kroz sadrzaje na internetskim
stranicama Zavoda o njihovim unaprjedenjima kao i o prakticnim
aspektima primjene i koristenja, pri ¢emu se posebno istiCe
objava zajednicke komunikacije nacionalnih ureda nadleznih
za registraciju zigova drzava Clanica Europske unije u okviru
Europske mreze zigova i dizajna o prikazu novih vrsta zigova.

Pored toga, priredeno je i na internetskim stranicama Zavoda
objavljeno 11. izdanje Niceanske klasifikacije proizvoda i usluga
(verzija 11-2017) na hrvatskom jeziku.

valid trademarks of non—resident holders pertain to class 5. In
2017, the holder of the greatest number of trademarks out of
the total number of trademarks registered via the national route
before the Office was, as in the previous year, the resident holder,
Pliva Hrvatska d.o.0. with 359 valid trademarks, followed by the
non-resident holder Pringles S.a.r.l. Among the top ten holders
having the greatest number of valid trademarks registered via the
national route before the Office there were 6 resident companies.

During 2017, there were 7 requests filed to declare a trademark
invalid, whereas 11 trademarks were declared invalid.

In 2017, following the Decision of the Government of the
Republic of Croatia from 2016, there was a reform measure
conducted to cancel the use of seals in business practice with
an aim to upgrade business processes and improve services
rendered by state administration authorities; therefore, the
Trademark Regulations were accordingly amended in May.

During 2017, two amendments to the Common Regulations
under the Madrid Agreement Conceming the Interational
Registration of Marks and the Protocol Relating to that Agreement,
adopted in 2015 and 2016, were published in the official gazette
of the Republic of Croatia.

Furthermore, during 2017, there were intensive preparations
made for a draft proposal of the new Trademarks Act with an aim
to transpose the Directive (EU) 2015/2436 relating to trademarks
into the national legislation and to upgrade national normative
framework of the trademark protection system, which was
forwarded for consideration to the working party for preparation
of the new Trademarks Act.

Regarding other aspects of development of the trademark
protection process, ever since accession to the membership
of the European Union, there have been significant changes
in the structure of the Office’s activities in this area. While the
number of administrative procedures and the scope of activities
related to their direct execution are on a decrease following the
Republic of Croatia taking part in the European Union trademark
system, the scope of other expert activities is on a continuous
increase, primarily in relation to the participation of the Office in
implementation programmes of harmonised common practice of
national offices in charge of trademarks in the European Union
Member States and the European Union Intellectual Property Office,
and in cooperation projects concerning the development of joint
information services and tools, as well as their further maintenance.
In relation to the implementation of the aforementioned harmonised
practice and common tools, users of the trademark protection
system were continuously informed during 2017 through the

4.3. Industrial Design

Industrial design can be protected in the Republic of Croatia in
national procedure entirely carried out by the Office, in interational
procedure conducted through the so—called Hague System for
the International Registration of Industrial Designs, in which the
Office carried out only a part of the registration process since
Croatia became a member of the European Union, industrial
designs can also be protected via the registration of the so—called
registered Community design, which is valid on the entire territory
of the European Union, through a process entirely conducted by
the European Union Intellectual Property Office, as well as via the
institute of unregistered Community design, which is not subject
to the registration process.

The possibility of industrial design registration in the territory
of the Republic of Croatia as a part of the single market of the
European Union via the Community design, available since the
Croatian accession to the European Union, has a significant
impact on the number of industrial design applications in Croatia
via national and intemational routes, which decreased. In 2017, this

Raspodijela broja prijava dizajna podnesenih izravno
Zavodu izmedu prijava stranih i prijava domacih podnositelja
pokazuje da se radi o0 dominantno domacim prijaviteljima jer je
od ukupnog broja podnesenih prijava samo jednu prijavu podnio
strani podnositelj. Nominalno je smanjen broj prijava domacih
prijavitelja, koji su u 2017. godini podnijeli 157 prijava odnosno
13% manje nego prethodne godine.

U 2017. godini podneseno je i 67 zahtjeva za registraciju
industrijskog dizajna u Republici Hrvatskoj putem Haskog
sustava medunarodne registracije ili 9% manje u odnosu na
prethodnu godinu. Promatrajuci ukupno prijave za registraciju
dizajna u nacionalnom postupku pred Zavodom i zahtjeve za
medunarodnu registraciju industrijskog dizajna za Republiku

impact was even greater than in the previous years of membership.

During 2017, a total of 1568 industrial design applications were
filed with the Office via the national route, which is 13% less than
in the previous year and itis the lowest annual number of industrial
design applications filed via the national route in the last fifteen
years.

Considering the possibility of filing one application for registration
of several designs (the so—called multiple application), 158
applications filed consisted a total of 383 requests for industrial
design registration, which is 33% less than the number of requests
for industrial design registration filed in the previous year. The
distribution of design applications filed directly with the Office
between non-resident and resident applicants shows that it is a
matter of a dominant share of applications by resident applicants,
because in the total number of applications filed there was only
one application filed by a non-resident applicant. Nominally,
the number of applications filed by residents was decreased,
accounting for 157 applications or 13% less than in the previous
year.

In 2017, there were also 67 requests filed for industrial design
registration in the Republic of Croatia via the Hague System for the
International Registration of Industrial Design or 9% less compared
to the previous year. In relation to the total number of industrial
design applications filed before the Office via the national route and

requests for international registration of industrial designs for the
Republic of Croatia via the Hague Agreement, 225 applications
were filed, which is by 12% less compared to the total number of
256 applications in the previous year.

However, the mentioned total annual number of applications in
2017 primarily affected the business operation of the Office, while
for the whole picture of the number of industrial design applications
on the territory of the Republic of Croatia, it must be taken into
account that, according to the published data, 26,047 Community
design applications were filed in 2017 with the European Union
Intellectual Property Office, and these relate to the territory of the
Republic of Croatia as well. Therefore, it can be concluded that, in
2017, atotal of 26,272 industrial design applications were filed in
relation to the territory of Croatia, with the EUIPO entirely keeping
official records on registered Community designs.

In relation to industrial design applications filed with the Office via
the national route, the only one application filed by a non—resident
refers to a legal person from Japan.

During 2017, the largest number of individual requests for
design registration before the Office via the national route was
filed by one resident company with 23 requests followed by a

Od toga je broja 1461 pravo
industrijskog dizajna (33%) registrirano u nacionalnom postupku
pred Zavodom, a 2901 putem Haskog sustava medunarodne
registracije industrijskog dizajna (67%).

applicants from the Primorje —Gorski Kotar County with 10%, from
the Split—Dalmatia County with 8% and applicants from the Istria
County with a share of 7% in the total number of applications.

Considering industrial design applications filed before the Office
via the national route during 2017, the majority of applications were
filed in class 6 of the Locamo Classification for Industrial Designs,
which includes furmishing, then in class 11, in which articles of
adomment are classified, and in class 32, which includes graphic
symbols and logos.

By the end of 2017, there was a total of 4362 valid industrial
design rights in the Republic of Croatia, registered via the national
route and via the Hague System for interational registration. Out of
that number, 1461 industrial design rights (33%) were registered via
the national route with the Office, while 2901 (67 %) were registered
via the Hague System for the Intemational Registration of Industrial
Designs. The total number of 4362 valid rights shows that the
number of rights in relation to the previous year is by 9% lower,
or nominally by 418 rights, as a consequence of a decreasing
number of applications for registration filed within the previous five
years.

QOut of the total number of valid design rights registered before
the Office via the national route by the end of 2017, 1182 or
80% of them were the rights of resident holders. The number of
design rights registered before the Office via the national route by
non-—resident holders makes up a low number of 72 right holders
from the USA (5%), followed by holders from Japan (40 rights) and
holders from Germany (34 rights).

The holder of the largest number of valid industrial design rights
in 2017, registered before the Office via the national route, is
the resident company NET d.o.o., followed by a resident legal
person INTEX PROMET d.o.o., then a resident legal person
KROKO Proizvodnja i razvoj d.o.0., a resident natural person and
a non-resident company VIEGA GmbH & Co KG. Among the
top ten holders according to the number of valid industrial design
rights registered before the Office via the national route there were
9 resident applicants and 1 non—resident.

During 2017, there were 2 requests filed to declare industrial
design rights invalid, and 7 requests filed to declare industrial
design rights invalid were adopted based on requests for invalidity
declaration filed in the previous years.

Regarding other aspects of development of the industrial design
protection process, ever since accession to the membership of
the European Union, there have been significant changes in the
structure of the Office’s activities in this area. While the number of
administrative procedures and the scope of activities related to
their execution decreased when the Republic of Croatia became
part of the Community (EU) design system, the scope of other
expert activities is on a continuous increase, primarily in relation
to the participation of the Office in implementation programmes
of harmonised common practice of national offices in charge

of industrial design protection in the European Union Member
States and the European Union Intellectual Property Office, as
well as in cooperation projects conceming the development of
joint information services and tools and their further maintenance.

In 2017, within one of the projects started in the previous year:
‘Harmonisation of the Product Indications”, a revision is completed
regarding taxonomy of terms of product indications and of a
translation of the Harmonised Database of Product Indications
(HDPB) as well as a comprehensive information tool DesignClass,
which makes it easier for users to search through the Harmonised
Database for product indications best matching the products they
want to register a design for; therefore, a common platform was
organised by national industrial property offices of the European
Union Member States and the European Union Intellectual Property
Office, which allows new terms to be deleted from or entered into
the HDBP.

In addition hereto, the 11th edition of the Locamo Classification
in Croatian was prepared and published on the Office’s website.

4.4. Designations of Origin
and Geographical Indications

During 2017, there were no new registrations of designations of
origin or geographical indications with the State Intellectual Property
Office, and the total number of registrations concemns thus far only
three designations of origin: the Lace of Pag, the Lace of Lepoglava
and the Lace of Svetomar.

In 2017, following the Decision of the Government of the
Republic of Croatia from 2016, there was a reform measure
conducted to cancel the use of seals in business practice with
an aim to upgrade business processes and improve services
rendered by state administration authorities; therefore, the
Regulations on Geographical Indications and Designations of
Origin were accordingly amended in May.

The regular communication with the European Commission
continues with regard to the delivery of data on trademarks valid
on the territory of the Republic of Croatia, which might be similar/
identical to registered geographical indications and designations
of origin valid in the territory of the European Union.



4.5. Topografije poluvodickih proizvoda

Topografije poluvodickih proizvoda u kontekstu zastite
intelektualnog vlasnistva trodimenzionalan su prikaz rasporeda
slojeva vodljivog, izolacijskog i poluvodi¢kog materijala u
poluvodi¢kim proizvodima namijenjenima izvodenju odredene
elektroniCke funkcije. Za njihovu zastitu kao intelektualnog
vlasnistva provodi se registracijski postupak, a zastita na
nacionalnoj razini u nadleznosti je Zavoda.

4.5. Topographies of Semiconductor Products

Topographies of semiconductor products in the context of
intellectual property protection are a three—dimensional
representation of the pattern of layers of conducting, insulating or
semiconducting material in semiconductor products intended to
perform an electronic function. A registration procedure is required
to protect a topography as intellectual property, and the protection
on the national level lies within the competence of the Office.

During 2017, no application for protection of topographies of
semiconductor products was filed with the Office.

During 2017, following the Decision of the Government of
the Republic of Croatia from 2016, there was a reform measure
conducted to cancel the use of seals in business practice with
an aim to upgrade business processes and improve services
rendered by state administration authorities; therefore, the
Regulations on the Protection of Topographies of Semiconductor
Products were accordingly amended in May.
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5. Autorsko pravo i srodna prava

U 2017. godini u podrucju autorskog i srodnih prava
provedene su intenzivne zakonodavne aktivnosti na nacionalnoj i
europskoj razini te druge stru¢ne aktivnosti u skladu s propisanim
ovlastima.

U cilju uskladivanja propisa Republike Hrvatske s Direktivom
2014/26/EU Europskog parlamenta i VijeCa od 26. veljace 2014.
0 kolektivnom ostvarivanju autorskog prava i srodnih prava te
izdavanju odobrenja za vise drzavnih podruCja za prava na
internetsko koristenje glazbenih djela na unutarnjem trzistu,
tijekom 2017. godine nastavljene su aktivnosti na donosenju
Zakona o izmjenama i dopunama Zakona o autorskom pravu
i srodnim pravima. Zakon o izmjenama i dopunama Zakona
o autorskom pravu i srodnim pravima usvojen je 19. lipnja
2017., objavljen je u Narodnim novinama 62/17, a stupio je na
snagu 8. srpnja 2017. godine. Slijedom donoSenja navedenog

i srodnih prava. Pravilnici su objavljeni u Narodnim novinama
107/17 od 3. studenoga 2017. godine, a stupili su na snagu 11.
studenoga 2017. godine. U narednom razdoblju bit ¢e proveden
postupak izdavanja ovlastenja za kolektivho ostvarivanje
autorskog i srodnih prava sukladno navedenim novim propisima.

U Sluzbenom listu Europske unije L 242 od 20. rujna
2017. objavljena je nova Direktiva (EU) 2017/1564 Europskog
parlamenta i Vijec¢a od 13. rujna 2017. o odredenim dopustenim
upotrebama odredenih djela i drugih predmeta zastite koji su
zaSticeni autorskim pravom i srodnim pravima u korist osoba
koje su slijepe, koje imaju ostecenje vida ili imaju drugih
poteskoca u koristenju tiskanim materijalima i o izmjeni Direktive
2001/29/EZ o uskladivanju odredenih aspekata autorskog i
srodnih prava u informacijskom drustvu i vezana Uredba (EU)
2017/1563 Europskog parlamenta i Vijeca od 13. rujna 2017. o
prekogranicnoj razmjeni izmedu Unije i treCih zemalja primjeraka
u dostupnom formatu odredenih djela i drugih predmeta zastite
koji su zaSticeni autorskim pravom i srodnim pravima u korist
osoba koje su slijepe, koje imaju ostecenje vida ili imaju drugih
poteskoca u koristenju tiskanim materijalima.

5. Copyright and Related Rights

In 2017, intensive legislative and other professional activities
at national and European levels were carried out in the field of
copyright and related rights in accordance with authorisations as
prescribed.

With the objective to harmonise the regulations of the Republic
of Croatia with the Directive 2014/26/EU of the European
Parliament and of the Council of 26 February 2014 on collective
management of copyright and related rights and multi—territorial
licensing of rights in musical works for online use in the internal
market, during 2017, activities were continued with regard to the
adoption of the Act on Amendments to the Copyright and Related
Rights Act (CRRA). The Act on Amendments to the Copyright and
Related Rights Act was adopted on 19 June 2017, published
in the Official Gazette 62/17, and it came into force on 8 July
2017. Following the adoption of the aforementioned act, the
following implementing regulations were accordingly prepared—the
Regulations on the Professional Criteria and Procedures for
Granting Authorisations for Performing Collective Management of
Rights and on Remunerations for the Work Done by the Council
of Experts Dealing with Remunerations for Copyright and Related
Rights and the Regulations on Remunerations for the Work Done
by the Council of Experts Dealing with Remunerations for Copyright
and Related Rights. The Regulations were published in the Official
Gazette 107/17 of 3 November 2017, and they came into effect
on 11 November 2017. In the forthcoming period, the procedure
of issuing authorisations for collective management of copyright
and related rights will be carried out pursuant to the aforementioned
new regulations.

The following Directives were published in the Official Journal
of the European Union L 242 of 20 September 2017: the new
Directive (EU) 2017/1564 of the European Parliament and of the
Council of 13 September 2017 on certain permitted uses of certain
works and other subject matter protected by copyright and related
rights for the benefit of persons who are blind, visually impaired
or otherwise print—disabled and amending Directive 2001/29/EC
on the harmonisation of certain aspects of copyright and related
rights in the information society and the related Regulation (EU)
2017/1563 of the European Farliament and of the Council of 13
September 2017 on the cross—border exchange between the
Union and third countries of accessible format copies of certain
works and other subject matter protected by copyright and related
rights for the benefit of persons who are blind, visually impaired
or otherwise print—disabled. Since the European Union Member
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2018. godine, krajem 2017. zapodete su pripremne aktivnosti
na izradi Zakona o izmjenama i dopunama ZAPSP-a.

U okviru europskih poslova u ovom podruc¢ju Zavod je
sudjelovao u radu strucnih tijela Europske unije u podrucju
razvoja nove pravne steCevine i drugih pratecih inicijativa iz
podrucja autorskog i srodnih prava. U 2017. godini nastavljen
je rad na zapocCetoj reformi autorskog prava u okviru koje su,
uz ve¢ spomenute propise koji su tiiekom 2017. i usvojeni, na
vecem broju sastanaka raspravijani i Prijedlog Uredbe Europskog
parlamenta i VijeCa o utvrdivanju propisa o ostvarivanju autorskog
i srodnih prava koji se primjenjuju na odredena internetska
emitiranja organizacija za radiodifuziju te reemitiranja televizijskih
i radijskih programa te Prijedlog Direktive Europskog parlamenta
i Vijeca o autorskim pravima na jedinstvenom digitalnom trzistu.

U 2017. godini predstavnica Zavoda sudjelovala je na
sastanku Stru¢ne skupine za implementaciju Direktive 2014/26/
EU u organizaciji Europske komisije. Takoder je nastavljena
suradnja s EUIPO-om u pogledu edukativnih i promotivnih
aktivnosti na nacionalnoj razini vezanih uz bazu podatka tzv.
djela siro¢adi koju vodi EUIPO, s glavnim ciliem olaksavanja
digitalizacije europske kulturne bastine.

U pogledu kolektivnog ostvarivanja prava, u okviru
inspekcijskin nadleznosti Zavoda u 2017. godini obavljen je
redoviti godiSnji inspekcijski nadzor nad radom udruga koje
obavljaju djelatnost kolektivnog ostvarivanja autorskog i srodnih
prava u Republici Hrvatskoj (Hrvatsko drustvo skladatelja
(HDS), Drustvo hrvatskih fimskih redatelja (DHFR), Drustvo za
zaStitu novinarskih autorskih prava (DZNAP), Udruga za zastitu,
prikupljanje i raspodjelu naknada fonogramskih prava (ZAPRAF),
Hrvatska udruga za zaStitu izvodackih prava (HUZIP), Drustvo
hrvatskih knjizevnika (DHK) i Udruga za zaStitu prava nakladnika
(ZANA)).

Tijekom 2017. Hrvatska udruga za zastitu prava likovnih
umijetnika ARS CROATICA dostavila je Zavodu obavijest da
viSe nece obavljati djelatnost kolektivnog ostvarivanja prava
slijedenja pri preprodaji izvornika likovnog djela, temeliem Cega je
20. prosinca 2017. godine ukinuto odobrenje ARS CROATICA—i
za obavljanje djelatnosti kolektivnog ostvarivanja prava slijedenja
pri preprodaji izvornika likovnog djela.

U redovnim godi$njim inspekcijskim nadzorima nad
obavljanjem djelatnosti udruga za kolektivno ostvarivanje prava
sa sjediStem u Republici Hrvatskoj nisu utvrdene nepravilnosti
koje bi upucivale na obavljanje djelatnosti protivno odredbama
Zakona o autorskom pravu i srodnim pravima (ZAPSP-a),
Pravilnika o stru¢nim mierilima i postupku izdavanja odobrenja

States are required to harmonise their national legislation with
the Directive 2017/1564/EU until 11 October 2018, preliminary
activities were started by the end of 2017 to prepare the Act on
Amendments to the CRRA.

Within the European tasks in this field, the Office participated
in the work of expert authorities of the European Union in the
field of developing new acquis communautaire and other
supporting initiatives in the field of copyright and related rights.
In 2017, copyright continued to be reformed; in addition to the
aforementioned regulations adopted during 2017, discussions in
a number of meeting included also the Proposal for a Regulation
of the European Parliament and of the Council laying down rules
on the exercise of copyright and related rights applicable to
certain online transmissions of broadcasting organisations and
retransmissions of television and radio programmes and the
Proposal for a Directive of the European Parliament and of the
Council on copyright in the Digital Single Market.

In 2017, a representative of the Office participated in the
meeting of the Expert Group on the Implementation of the
Directive 2014/26/EU organised by the European Commission.
Also, the Office continued to cooperate with the EUIPO in relation
to educational and promotional activities on the national level
with regard to the database of the so—called orphan works
administered by the EUIPO, with the main objective of facilitating
digitalisation of the European cultural heritage.

As 1o collective management of rights, within inspection
authority of the Office in 2017, regular inspections of the work
of associations for the collective management of copyright and
related rights in the Republic of Croatia were carried out (the
Croatian Composers’ Society (HDS), the Croatian Film Directors
Guild (DHFR), the Society for the Protection of Journalists’
Copyright (DZNAP), the Association for the Protection, Collection
and Distribution of Phonogram Producers’ Rights (ZAPRAF), the
Croatian Performers’ Right Collecting Society (HUZIP), the Croatian
Writers’ Association (DHK) and the Association for the Protection
of Publishers” Rights (ZANA).

In 2017, the Croatian Collecting Society for Fine Arts “ARS
CROATICA” delivered a notice to the Office that it will cease
performing the activity of collective management of the resale right
of an original artwork, which was the basis for the cancellation of
the ARS CROATICA's authority to perform the activity of collective
management of the resale right of an original artwork.

In regular annual inspections of the operation of collective
management associations in the Republic of Croatia, there were
no irregularities established to indicate any operation against



za obavljanje djelatnosti kolektivnog ostvarivanja prava i izdanim
odobrenjima Zavoda. Tijekom nadzora utvrdeno je da udruge
poduzimaju aktivnosti na racionalizaciji troskova kolektivnog

U izvjeStajnom razdoblju Zavod nije zaprimio zahtjeve
za provodenjem izvanrednog inspekcijskog nadzora, kao
ni informacije o mogucim nepravilnostima u radu udruga za
kolektivno ostvarivanje prava, iz kojih razloga nisu provodeni
dodatni izvanredni inspekcijski nadzori.

S obzirom na stupanje na snagu zakonskih izmjena u podrucju
kolektivnog ostvarivanja prava koje od organizacija za kolektivno
ostvarivanje prava zahtijevaju znatnu prilagodbu temeljnih akata
te uskladivanje istih sa zahtjevima ZAPSP—-a kao preduvjet za
postupak ishodenja novog odobrenja za obavljanje poslova
kolektivhog ostvarivanja prava, o navedenom su informirane
sve udruge za kolektivno ostvarivanje prava koje imaju sjediste
u Republici Hrvatskoj.

S ciliem bolje vidljivosti podrucja autorskog i srodnih prava i
njegova znacCaja za gospodarstvo, posebno u sektoru kreativnih i
kulturnih industrija, tijekom 2017. godine odrzan je niz predavanja
na razlicitim stru¢nim skupovima.

U okviru propisanih nadleznosti, u Zavodu je tijekom godina
pripremlien veci broj stru¢nih mislienja i oCitovanja iz podrucja
autorskog i srodnih prava slijedom zahtjeva tijela drzavne uprave,
udruga za kolektivno ostvarivanje prava te drugih korisnika
sustava zastite.

the provisions of the Copyright and Related Rights Act (CRRA),
the Regulations on the Professional Criteria and Procedures for
Granting Authorisations for Performing Collective Management of
Rights and authorisations issued by the Office. During inspections,
it was established that associations undertake activities to
rationalise collective management costs and to improve records
of copyright works, as well as that activities have been undertaken
to solve problems with regard to the recording of rental right and
lending right and the calculation of remunerations as to collective
management of right to remuneration paid to authors for public
lending of literary works.

In the report period, the Office received no request for an
extraordinary inspection nor any information on possible iregularities
in the operation of collective management associasions; therefore,
there were no additional extraordinary inspections conducted.

All the collective management associations established in the
Republic of Croatia were informed about amendments to the acts
adopted in the field of collective management of rights, which
require collective management organisations to adapt basic acts
to and harmonise them with the requirements of the CRRA as a
precondition for the application procedure of a new authorisation
for collective management of rights.

In order to enhance visibility of the field of copyright and related
rights and their significance in economy, particularly in the sector
of creative and cultural industries, a number of lectures in various
professional meetings took place during 2017.

Within the scope of the prescribed responsibilities, the Office
drafted many documents concerning expert opinions, statements
in the field of copyright and related rights at the request of state
authorities, associations for collective management of rights and
other users of the system of protection.
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6.1. Nacionalne aktivnosti u okviru koordinacije
u provedbi prava intelektualnog vilasnistva

U Republici Hrvatskoj od 2010. godine djeluje nacionalni
mehanizam koordinacije poslova i aktivnosti provedbe prava
intelektualnog vlasniStva, u kojem Zavod ima koordinativnu
ulogu i obavlja poslove tajnistva. Zavod je i u 2017. godini
osigurao kontinuitet djelovanja ukupnog mehanizma
koordinacije u provedbi prava intelektualnog viasnistva, s tijelima
neposredno nadleznima u Republici Hrvatskoj za provedbu
prava intelektualnog vlasnistva, s institucijama ¢ije nadleznosti
obuhvacaju odredene aspekte zastite intelektualnog viasnistva,
te s organizacijama nositelja prava intelektualnog viasnistva kao
korisnicima sustava zastite. Provedene su daljnje zajednicke
aktivnosti na jacanju javne svijesti i opéem unapriedenju sustava
zastite prava intelektualnog vlasnistva.

QOdrzana su tri sastanka Koordinacijskog povjerenstva za
provedbu prava intelektualnog viasnistva (KOPPPIV-a) i dva
sastanka Skupine za suradnju s nositeljima prava intelektualnog
vlasnistva (SSNOPIV-a). Suradnja je ostvarena i u okviru
aktivnosti radnih grupa osnovanih s ciliem stru€ne potpore
aktivnostima KOPPPIV-a, u podrucju jacanja javne svijesti
o zastiti prava intelektualnog vlasniStva te daljnjem razvoju
legislative u podrucju provedbe prava intelektualnog viasnistva.

Jedan od prioriteta koordinacije u ostvarivanju ucinkovite
provedbe prava intelektualnog vlasniStva jesu aktivnosti
usmjerene jacanju javne svijesti 0 vaznosti zastite intelektualnog
vlasnistva i posliedicama povreda prava intelektualnog viasnistva,
koje se provode na temelju zajednickih godisnjih planova.

QOd zajednickih aktivnosti provedenih tijekom 2017. godine
kao najznacajniju treba istaknuti provedbu kampanje namijenjene
djeci i mladima, koja je organizirana u okviru programa suradnje
i uz financijsku podrsku EUIPO-a, a provodi se pod nazivom
Dan intelektualnog vlasnistva za djecu i mlade uz moto ,Budi
kreatlVVan. Budi inovat/Van. BUDI DIV!*. Prvi Dan intelektualnog
vlasnistva za djecu i mlade odrzan je u svibnju u Zagrebu, a
drugi takav dogadaj odrzan je u studenome 2017. u Varazdinu.
Na ovim dogadajima sudjelovalo je oko 900 djece i mladih iz
osnovnih i srednjih skola.

Odrzana je i jo$ jedna u nizu javnih edukativnih akcija ,Stop
krivotvorinama i piratstvu*, u lipnju u Sibeniku, kojom prilikom
je obiliezen i Svjetski dan borbe protiv krivotvorina.

U svibnju je u Zagrebu odrzan seminar o kaznenopravnoj
zastiti intelektualnog vlasnistva namijenjen sucima i drzavnim
odvjetnicima. Seminar su zajednicki organizirali Zavod, KOPPPIV

6.1. National Activities within Coordination
in Implementing Intellectual Property Rights

Since 2010, a national mechanism of coordination of affairs and
activities related to the enforcement of intellectual property rights
is applied in the Republic of Croatia, in which the Office has the
coordinator role and it performs secretarial tasks. It was in 2017 as
well that the Office provided for entire coordination mechanism to
continue its operation in enforcing intellectual property rights with
the authorities directly in charge of enforcing intellectual property
rights in the Republic of Croatia, with institutions responsible for
certain aspects of intellectual property protection and with the
organizations of intellectual property right holders as users of
the protection system. Further joint activities were carried out to
raise public awareness and to improve the protection system of
intellectual property rights.

Three meetings of the Coordination Board for the Enforcement
of Intellectual Property Rights (KOPPPIV) were held, as well as
two meetings of the Group for Cooperation with the Holders of
Intellectual Property Rights (SSNOPIV). There was also cooperation
within the activities of working groups, established as expert
support to the KOPPPIV in the area of raising public awareness
of intellectual property rights protection and further development
of legislation in the field of the enforcement of intellectual property
rights.

One of the priorities of coordination in implementing efficient
intellectual property rights enforcement are the activities of raising
public awareness of the importance of intellectual property rights
protection and of the consequences of intellectual property rights
infringement; these activities are conducted on the basis of joint
annual plans.

As for the common activities carried out during 2017, the most
important one to be singled out is the campaign intended for
children and youth, organised within a cooperation programme
and financially supported by the EUIPO; it is carried out under the
title of the Intellectual Property Day for Children and Youth with the
motto: “Be Creative, Be Innovative, BE a GIANT!”. The first one in
arow was held in May in Zagreb, and the second one was held
in November 2017 in Varazdin. Approximately 900 primary and
secondary schoolchildren participated in these events.

There was another action in a row of public educative “Stop
Counterfeiting and Piracy” events held in June in Sibenik; the World
Anti—Counterfeiting Day was also celebrated on this occasion.

In May, a seminar was held in Zagreb on criminal protection
of intellectual property intended for judges and state attorneys.
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i Pravosudna akademija, uz stru€nu i financijsku podrSku
EUIPO-a. Seminaru je prisustvovalo 50 predstavnika pravosuda
iz cijele Hrvatske.

Nastavljen je razvoj i redovno azuriranje sadrzaja
zajedniCke internetske stranice koordinacijskih tijela
www.stop —Kkrivotvorinama —i— piratstvu.hr, kao javnog
edukativno—informativnog portala u ovom podrucju zastite.
Sadrzaj stranice redovno se odrzava i na engleskom jeziku.

Slijedom suradnje nadleznih tijela u okviru koordinacijskog
mehanizma objavljeno je i redovno godisnje statisticko izvieS¢e o
povredama prava intelektualnog viasnistva u Republici Hrvatskoj
za 2016. godinu, koje se redovito godisnje objavljuje od 2009.
godine s ciliem pracenja djelovanja sustava provedbe prava.

Vezano uz specijalisticko usavrSavanje sudaca i drzavnih
odvjetnika u podruc€ju prava intelektualnog viasnistva, nastavijena
je suradnja Zavoda s Pravosudnom akademijom u provedbi
redovnog nacionalnog programa, odrzavanjem jednodnevnih
radionica o osnovama prava intelektualnog viasnistva u veljaci
i listopadu 2017. godine. U listopadu 2017. odrzana je i
specijalizirana radionica vezana uz gradanskopravnu zastitu
prava intelektualnog vlasniStva, koju su odrzali suci Visokog
trgovackog suda Republike Hrvatske. Uz navedeno, u 2017.
godini nastavljena je redovna potpora Zavoda organizaciji
sudjelovanja sudaca i drzavnih odvjetnika u programima
specijalistickog usavrSavanja Europske patentne akademije
(EPA) i Akademije EUIPO-a, namijenjenih predstavnicima
pravosuda. Broj sudaca i drzavnih odvjetnika koji pohadaju
programe struénog usavrsavanja u ovom podrucju, u organizaciji
EPA-e, EUIPO-a, odnosno Zavoda i Pravosudne akademije,
kontinuirano raste te je ukupni broj polaznika ovih programa iz
Hrvatske u 2017. godini iznosio 147.

Tijekom 2017. godine uspostavljena je suradnja izmedu
Zavoda i Drzavne $kole za javnu upravu (DSJU), u okviru koje
je u studenom odrzana prva poludnevna radionica o pravu
intelektualnog vlasnistva namijenjena drzavnim sluzbenicima.

The seminar was jointly organised by the Office, KPPPIV and the
Judicial Academy, under professional and financial support of the
EUIPO. 50 representatives from the system of justice from all over
Croatia attended the seminar.

The development and regular updating of the contents
of the joint website of the coordination bodies, www.
stop—krivotvorinama—i—piratstvu.hr, as a public educational and
informative portal in this area of legal protection, were continued.
The contents of the website are being regularly maintained in
English as well.

As part of the cooperation between the competent authorities
within the coordination mechanism, a regular annual Statistical
Report on the Infringements of Intellectual Property Rights in the
Republic of Croatia for 2016 was published; this report has been
regularly published once a year starting in 2009 in order to monitor
the work of the system for the enforcement of rights.

In relation to specialization education for judges and state
attorneys in the field of intellectual property rights, the cooperation
continued between the Office and the Judicial Academy regarding
the implementation of the regular national programme, by
organising one—day workshops in relation to intellectual property
rights in February and October 2017 In October 2017, a workshop
specialised in issues related to the civil protection of intellectual
property rights was held by judges of the High Commercial Court
of the Republic of Croatia. In addition hereto, in 2017, the Office
continued to regularly support the participation of judges and
state attorneys in specialisation progralnmes of the European
Patent Academy (EPA) and the EUIPO Academy, intended for
representatives of the judiciary. The number of judges and state
attorneys attending specialisation education programmes in this
field, organised by the EPA, the EUIPO or the Office and the
Judicial Academy, is on a constant increase; in 2017, a total of
147 attendees from Croatia participated in these programmes.

Cooperation between the Office and the State School of Public
Administration (DSJU) was established during 2017, with the first
half—day workshop on intellectual property rights held in November
for civil servants.



6.2. Medunarodna suradnja u podrucju
provedbe prava intelektualnog vlasnistva

Tijekom 2017. godine ostvarena je intenzivna europska i
medunarodna suradnja u podrucju provedbe prava intelektualnog
vlasnistva.

Predstavnici Zavoda sudjelovali su tijekom 2017. godine na
dva sastanka Stru¢ne skupine za provedbu prava intelektualnog
vlasniStva osnovane 2014. godine pri Europskoj komisiji te na
dva sastanka u okviru aktivnosti EU Promatraénice za povrede
prava intelektualnog vlasnistva pri EUIPO—u.

Europska komisija je krajem studenoga objavila sveobuhvatni
paket nelegislativnin mjera za dodatno poboljSanje zastite i

provedbe prava intelektualnog viasniStva u Europskoj uniji.

O navedenom paketu mjera odgovarajuce je informirana
zainteresirana javnost putem internetskih stranica, a o objavi
Smijernica za tumacenije Direktive o provedbi prava intelektualnog
vlasnistva obavijeSteni su nadlezni sudovi i drugi relevantni dionici
sustava zastite.

U suradnji s Ministarstvom pravosuda koordinirane su i
aktivnosti vezane uz zahtjev Europske komisije za dostavom

nacionalnih podataka o sudskim predmetima iz ovog podrucja.

Tijekom 2017. godine kontinuirano su pracene aktivnosti EU
promatracnice za povrede prava intelektualnog viasnistva pri
EUIPO—u. Uz redovitu objavu informacija o objavi novih studija i
istrazivanja EU Promatracnice na zajednickoj internetskoj stranici

koordinacijskih tijela www.stop —krivotvorinama—i—piratstvu.

hr, uvedeno je redovito polugodisnje obavjeStavanje EU
Promatracnice o poduzetim aktivnostima u Republici Hrvatskoj
vezano uz odgovarajuc¢u diseminaciju informacija i vijesti o
aktivnostima i inicijativama na razini EU-a te obavjeStavanje o
inicijativama i mjerama provedenima na nacionalnoj razini.

6.2. International Cooperation in the Field
of Intellectual Property Rights Enforcement

During 2017, intensive European and interational cooperation
was achieved in the field of the enforcement of intellectual property
rights.

During 2017, representatives of the Office participated in two
meetings of the Expert Group for the Enforcement of Intellectual
Property Rights, established in 2014 at the European Commission
and in two meetings within the activities of the EU Observatory for
the Infringements of Intellectual Property Rights at the EUIPO.

By the end of November, the European Commission published
a package of non—legislative measures to further improve the
protection and the enforcement of intellectual property rights in
the European Union, which was accordingly communicated to
the interested public via webpages. Competent courts and other
relevant stakeholders of the protection were informed about the
Guidelines for Interpretation of the Directive on the Enforcement
of Intellectual Property Rights.

In cooperation with the Ministry of Justice, activities were
coordinated in relation to the European Commission’s request for
delivery of national data on court cases in this field.

The activities of the EU Observatory for the Infringements of
Intellectual Property Rights (EU Observatory) at the EUIPO were
continuously monitored during 2017. In addition to information
on new studies and research of the EU Observatory regularly
published on the joint website of coordination bodies www.
stop—krivotvorinama—i—piratstvu. hr, regular semi—annual reporting
to the EU Observatory of the activities undertaken in the Republic
of Croatia was introduced related to adequate dissemination of
information and news on activities and initiatives on the EU level
and information on initiatives and measures conducted on the
national level.
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7.1. Informacijske usluge

7.1.1. Informacijski centar
za intelektualno vlasnistvo (INCENTIV)

Informacijski centar za intelektualno viasni§tvo Zavoda
(INCENTIV), kao javni informacijski centar i ¢lan europske mreze
PATLIB centara, pruza korisnicima sustava zastite intelektualnog
vlasnistva i svima zainteresiranima razli¢ite stru¢ne informacijske
usluge iz podrucja intelektualnog vlasnistva. Uz informacijsku
potporu korisnicima, INCENTIV pruza struc¢ne usluge
pretrazivanja i analize podataka o registriranom industrijskom
vlasnistvu, usluge specijalne knjiznice i Citaonice u podrucju
intelektualnog vlasnistva, te druge stru¢ne usluge koje Zavod
razvija u okviru svoje djelatnosti. Uz pruzanje informacijskih
usluga u prostorijama INCENTIV-a, djelatnici INCENTIV-a
sudjeluju u informativno—promotivnim aktivnostima Zavoda
na javnim priredbama kao i u drugim aktivnostima Zavoda
koje se provode s ciliem bolieg razumijevanja sustava zastite
intelektualnog vlasniStva i promocije njegove primjene u
relevantnim djelatnostima, prvenstveno u kreativnim i inovacijskim
djelatnostima, te gospodarstvu. Djelatnici INCENTIV-a se
kontinuirano i sustavno educiraju u podrucju svojeg rada
(ukljudujuci edukacije u europskim uredima za intelektualno
vlasnistvo) kako bi osigurali i unaprijedili kvalitetu usluga koje
pruzaju, a u pruzanju usluga INCENTIV-a sudjeluju i drugi
struénjaci Zavoda.

7.1.2. Usluge potpore
korisnicima (IP help—desk)

Usluge potpore korisnicima ukljucuju pruzanje stru¢nih
informacija o raspolozivim oblicima zastite intelektualnog
vlasniStva, postupcima zastite u Republici Hrvatskoj te
postupcima regionalne i medunarodne zastite. Informacije
i upute koje pruza INCENTIV temelje se na postojecem
nacionalnom, europskom i medunarodnom zakonodavnom
okviru te drugim relevantnim propisima i informacijama od
znacaja za zastitu intelektualnog vlasnistva, a ne odnose se
na pojedinacne, konkretne postupke za priznanje prava koji se
provode u Zavodu ili u drugim nadleznim uredima. Za informacije
vezane uz pojedinaéne, konkretne postupke koje provodi Zavod
izravno su nadlezne organizacijske jedinice Zavoda koji provode
postupke za dodjelu prava.

7.1. Information Services

7.1.1. Intellectual Property
Information Centre (INCENTIV)

The Intellectual property Information Centre (INCENTIV), as a
public information centre and a member of the European network
of PATLIB centres, provides various specialized information
services in the field of intellectual property to the users of the
intellectual property protection system and to all the interested
parties. In addition to the information support for users, INCENTIV
provides expert services of search and analysis of information
related to registered industrial property, specialized library and
reading room services in the field of intellectual property and other
expert services developed by the Office within the scope of its
activity. In addition to providing information services, the INCENTIV's
employees participate in informative and promotional activities of
the Office in public events, as well as in other activities of the Office
carried out with the objective of better understanding the intellectual
property protection system and promoting its application in relevant
fields, primarily in creative and innovative activities, as well as in
commerce. The INCENTIV's employees are being continuously
and systematically educated in the area of their work (including
education in European intellectual property offices), so as to
ensure and enhance the quality of services they provide, while
other experts from the Office participate in providing the INCENTIV's
services as well.

7.1.2. User Support Services (IP help—desk)

Users support services include providing expert information on
the available forms of protection of intellectual property, procedures
for the protection in the Republic of Croatia and procedures of
its regional and international protection. The information and
instructions provided by INCENTIV are based on the existing
national, European and international legislative framework and
other relevant laws and information of significance for intellectual
property protection, whereas they do not concemn individual,
specific grant proceedings conducted before the Office or other
competent offices. The organizational units of the Office carrying
out granting procedures are directly competent for the information
on the specific procedures carried out before the Office.

In 2017, the users were provided information support services
in 5866 instances based on 45571 inquiries by the users. Thus,
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Tijekom 2017. godine korisnicima je pruzeno ukupno 5866
usluga informacijske potpore temelijem 4551 upita korisnika.
Time je nastavljen trend smanjenja godisnjeg broja informacijskih
upita korisnika po prvi puta zabiljezen 2013. godine, dok je
od uspostave INCENTIV—-a 2008. godine do tada redovito
biliezen rast godiSnjeg broja informacijskih upita. Uz neposredno
pruzanje potpore korisnicima, u 2017. godini zabiljezeno je i
141.032 posjeta korisnika zavodskim internetskim stranicama.

Najveci broj odgovora na upite i u 2017. godini pruzen je
telefonski (70%), dok je na 16% upita odgovoreno u osobnom
kontaktu u prostorijama INCENTIV-a te na 14% putem pisanih
odgovora (elektronickim ili konvencionalnim putem).

a decreasing trend, which was noticed in 2013 for the first time,
continues, whereas since 2008, when INCENTIV was established,
until then, there was a regular increase in the number of requests
for information every year. In addition to direct support provided
to the users, there were also 141,032 visits to the Office website

In 2017, as in the previous year, the majority of requests were
submitted by telephone (70%), 16% personally at the INCENTIV's
premises and 14% in writing (via e—mail or conventionally).

7.1.3. Knjiznica

Tijekom 2017. godine dovrsen je rad na reviziji fonda i

reinventarizaciji knjizni¢ne grade zapocet u drugoj polovici 2014.

godine. Nastavljene su i aktivnosti na povec¢anju javne vidljivosti
knjiznice sudjelovanjem na stru¢nim skupovima i ukljuCivanjem
u manifestaciju Mjesec hrvatske knjige.

7.2. Informacijski proizvodi

7.2.1. Sluzbeno glasilo

Temelijem u proteklom razdoblju provedenih izmjena u
sadrzaju, obliku i dinamici izdanja sluzbenog glasila Zavoda

(Hrvatski glasnik intelektualnog viasnistva—HGIV), tijekom 2017.

godine nastavljeno je dvotjedno elektroni¢ko izdavanje Glasnika
te je na sluzbenim internetskim stranicama Zavoda objavljeno
ukupno 26 brojeva ove publikacije u elektronickom obliku. U

7.1.3. Library

A specialized library with professional literature in the field
of intellectual property (books and journals) and a collection of
reference literature operate within INCENTIV. The library lending
services are intended for the employees of the Office, whereas
external users are offered reading room services. The search of
library holdings is available online.

A comprehensive review of the library holdings and inventories,
started in the second half of 2014, was completed during 2017.
Intensive activities are continued on improving public visibility of
the library, by participating in expert conferences and taking part
in the Croatian Book Month.

7.2. Information Products
7.2.1. Official Gazette

Based on the changes made in the previous period in the
contents, the format and the frequency of publishing the Office’s
official gazette (Croatian Intellectual Property Gazette—HGIV),
during 2017, the Gazette was continuously published in electronic
form on the Office’s website every two weeks, a total of 26 issues.
The data as from 1994 are available from the Gazette's archives,
and the Gazette, including the archive of previous editions, is
accessible to users in PDF format via the Office’s intermet page
and its contents are searchable by keywords.,

7.2.2. Official, Informative
and Promotional Publications

Publishing activities of the Office provide the domestic
professional and general public with important official, informative
and promotional publications in the field of intellectual property
in Croatian. The publishing activity of the Office is intended to
better inform a wider range of users on the amendments to the
legislation in the field of intellectual property and the changes to
the procedures for granting the rights in accordance with national
legislative framework, as well as to provide general information
about the protection, respect and use of intellectual property in
business transactions in compliance with global trends.

During 2017, the Office prepared and published 4 new
informational or official publications. During 2017, 6 new
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na internetskim stranicama Zavoda tijekom 2017. godine
korisnicima je ucinjeno dostupnim 6 novih odnosno sadrzajno
bitno unaprijedenih publikacija.

Za potrebe poslovanja Zavoda te promotivnih i edukacijskih
aktivnosti u Zavodu je u vanjskoj i internoj izradi u 2017. godini
proizvedeno 36.000 primjeraka publikacija, sluzbenih te
informacijskih i promotivnih izdanja.

Katalog publikacija Zavoda krajem 2017. godine
sadrzavao je ukupno 75 naslova izdanja, od Cega su 59
informativno—promotivne publikacije, a 9 je sluzbenih i 7 stru¢nih
izdanja Zavoda.

7.2.3. Internetska stranica

Temelijem informacijskih i promotivnih aktivnosti Zavoda te
sukladno sudjelovanju u radu nacionalne koordinacije za provedbu
prava intelektualnog viasnistva Zavod redovito sadrzajno i tehnicki
odrzava dvije internetske stranice—internetsku stranicu Zavoda
(www.dziv.hr) te internetski portal www.stop_krivotvorinama_i_
piratstvu.hr (skraceno: SKIP). U cilju unaprjedenja kvalitete
vanjskih elektronickih informacijskih servisa Zavoda, tijekom
2017. provedeno je tehnicko unaprjedenje i izrada novih verzija
internetskih stranica te je prijelaz na novu funkcionalnu verziju
internetske stranice Zavoda i internetskog portala SKIP izvrSen
u studenom 2017.

Tijekom 2017. godine nastavljene su aktivnosti na razvoju
sadrzaja na internetskoj stranici Zavoda. Ukupno je na hrvatskoj
i engleskoj inacici internetske stranice Zavoda objavljeno 569
novih sadrzaja, od kojih se 108 odnosilo na obavijesti u rubrici
Novosti dok su se preostale 461 objave odnosile na izmjene
i dopune postojecih sadrzaja te postavljanje novih sadrzaja u
razli¢itim izbornicima.

U cilju unaprjedenja organizacije i ucinkovitosti provedbe
poslova u dijelu aktivhosti Zavoda koji se odnose na izobrazbu
i promotivne aktivnosti razvijene su i na internetske stranice
Zavoda postavljene nove korisni¢ke aplikacije: Prijava na
edukacijske i promotivne aktivnosti u organizaciji Zavoda, koja
korisnicima omogucava on—line registraciju za prisustvovanje
dogadanjima, te aplikacije koje korisnicima omogucavaju odabir
termina stru¢nog savjetovanja s djelatnicima Zavoda—Prijava za
individualno savjetovanje o intelektualnom viasnistvu i Prijava za
provedbu usluge IPD (usluga tzv. preddijagnostike intelektualnog
vlasniStva za mala i srednja poduzeca).

Internetski portal SKIP sadrzajno je u nadleznosti nacionalne

publications, or significantly upgraded as to the contents, were
made accessible to users electronically on the Office’s website.

In 2017, for the needs of its operation and promotional and
educational activities, the Office printed publications, official and
informational and promotional brochures prepared externally and
internally in the total edition of 36,000 issues.

By the end of 2017, the Office’s catalogue of publications
contained a total of 75 titles, among which 59 are informational
and promotional publications, 9 are official, and 7 are professional
editions of the Office.

7.2.3. Website

Based on informational and promotional activities of the Office
and in accordance with participation in the work of the national
coordination for the enforcement of intellectual property rights, the
Office maintains two websites on a regular basis as to the contents
and technically—the Office’s website (www.dziv.hr) and the web
portal www. stop_krivotvorinama_i_piratstvu.hr (SKIP). In order to
enhance the quality of external electronic information services
provided by the Office, websites were technically upgraded
with new versions during 2017 and migration was carried out in
November 2017.

During 2017, the activities on the development of contents for
the Office’s website were continued. 569 new entries in total were
published on the website in Croatian and in English: 108 of them
referred to the contents in the News section, whereas the rest of
4671 posts referred to amendments to the present contents and
uploading of new posts in various menus.

In order to improve organisation and efficiency of the Office’s
activities regarding education and promotional activities, new user
applications were developed and uploaded to the Office’s website:
application for educational and promotional activities organised by
the Office, to enable users to register online for attendance of events,
and applications to enable users to choose the appointment for
professional counselling with the Office’s employees —application
for individual counselling on intellectual property and application
for the provision of IPD—service (the so—called pre—diagnosis of
intellectual property for small and medium—sized enterprises).

The content of the website SKIP is under the competence
of the national coordination for the enforcement of intellectual
property rights, whereas the Office as the seat of the Secretariat
and a member of the coordination performs the administration of
contents and organisational tasks regarding the development and

Od 1. veljace, kada su racuni na
navedenim druStvenim mrezama reaktivirani temeljem novog
ugovora s izvodaCem, do kraja godine na Twitter i Facebook
raCune #STOPkrivotvorinama #STOPiratstvu postavljeno
je ukupno 226 novih statusa koji su ukljucivali tekstualne i
vizualne sadrzaje te tzv. gifove, a provedeno je i 11 kampanja
za oglaSavanje te 5 nagradnih natjeCaja. Na kraju izvjeStajnog
razdoblja na Facebooku ukupan doseg statusa iznosio je
470.909 fanova a ukupan broj fanova iznosio je 3.534. Ukupno
je ostvareno 24.352 interakcija na statuse.

7.2.5. Audiovizualni sadrzaji

engleski jezik.

maintenance of this website. In 2017, the Office, in cooperation
with other bodies and organisations, continued to develop and
regularly maintain and update the contents of this website. This
resulted in 70 new posts in Croatian and in English version during
the year, 44 of which referred to the contents in the News section.

Approximately 146,000 visits were recorded on the Office’s
website and the web portal SKIP during 2017,

7.2.4. Social Networks

The activity of the national coordination for the enforcement
of rights on social networks Facebook and Twitter initiated during
2016 was continued in 2017 as well. Since 1 February, after
accounts on these social networks were reactivated on the basis
of anew agreement with the contractor, 226 new statuses in total
were set on Twitter and Facebook accounts #STOPkrivotvorinama
#STOPiratstvu, which included textual and visual contents and
so—called gifs, and there were 11 advertising campaigns and 5
prize competitions conducted by the end of the year. The end of
the reporting period resulted in status scope of 470,909 fans on
Facebook and the number of fans amounted to 3.534. 24.352
interactions on statuses were achieved in total. In the same period,
a scope of 277 followers was achieved on Twitter account and
the number of impressions reached 51,900.

7.2.5. Audiovisual Contents on
Intellectual Property

During 2017, audio—visual contents on intellectual property
continued to be developed on YouTube channel dzivHR. 8 new
audio—visual works on the topic of intellectual property were
published within developing the contents on intellectual property
for children and youth. All of them are translated and titled in English.
During the year, upon approval of the WIPO, three WIPO'’s cartoons
on patents, trademarks and copyright were translated and titled
in Croatian.

In 2017, YouTube channel of the Office contained 26 video
uploads and achieved over 3,600 views.
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8.1. Promotivne aktivnosti

U 2017. godini Zavod je u okviru informacijsko—promotivnih
aktivnosti u svrhu podizanja stupnja poznavanja sustava zastite
intelektualnog vlasnistva u javnosti i relevantnim sektorima
sudjelovao na &etiri javne priredbe i devet stru¢no—promotivnih
dogadania, te je na deset od njih nastupio sa stru¢nim izlaganjem
o razli¢itim aspektima zastite, primjene i provedbe prava
intelektualnog vlasnistva. Na jednoj od javnih priredbi te osam
stru¢no—promotivnih dogadanja Zavod je ujedno bio organizator
ili suorganizator te je bio pokrovitelj jednog struéno—promotivnog
dogadanja.

U okviru stru¢no-promotivnih aktivnosti Zavoda u 2017.
godini najistaknutije su one usmjerene na unaprjedenje sustava
prijenosa znanja na akademskim institucijama putem centara
za transfer tehnologije i njihove suradnje s gospodarskim
entitetima, te upoznavanja poduzetnika i organizacija za potporu
poduzetniStvu sa znaCajem upotrebe intelektualnog viasnistva
u poslovanju.

U tom kontekstu jedna od najznacajnih aktivnosti provedenih u
2017. godini je pokretanje projekta suradnje Svjetske organizacije
za intelektualno viasnistvo (WIPQO) i Republike Hrvatske u svrhu
procjene trenutnog stanja sustava prijenosa znanja u nacionalnim
javnim znanstvenoistrazivackim organizacijama. Cilj projekta koji
zajednicki provode Zavod i Ministarstvo znanosti i obrazovanja,
je procjena postojeceg stanja sustava prijenosa znanja u
nacionalnim javnim znanstvenoistrazivackim organizacijama
(tzv. fact finding mission). Temeliem procjene, koju su proveli
strunjaci WIPO-a, izradit ¢e se preporuke za unapriedenje
postojeceg stanja u cilju punog razvoja i osiguravanja ucinkovitog
funkcioniranja i odrzivosti ureda za transfer tehnologije na javnim
znanstvenoistrazivackim organizacijama u Hrvatskoj. Procjena
stanja provedena je uz prethodnu odgovarajucu pripremnu fazu
prikupljanja podataka putem upitnika, te u neposrednoj grupnoj
i individualnoj interakciji s predstavnicima ureda za transfer
tehnologije pri javnim znanstvenoistrazivackim institucijama u
Hrvatskoj kao i drugim dionicima u sustavu prijenosa znanja.
Na konzultativnim sastancima su uz predstavnike WIPO-a i
Zavoda sudjelovali drzavni tajnik, pomodcnica ministrice i djelatnici
Ministarstva znanosti i obrazovanja, predstavnici Ministarstva
gospodarstva, poduzetnistva i obrta, Hrvatske gospodarske
komore i HAMAG-BICRO-a, prorektori Sveucilista u Rijeci i
Sveucilista u Puli, predstavnici centara za transfer tehnologije
Sveudilista u Zagrebu, SveuciliSta u Splitu i Sveudilista u Osijeku
te predstavnici SveuciliSta u Dubrovniku i Instituta Ruder

8.1. Promotional Activities

As part of the informational and promotional activities in 2017
aimed at raising the degree of knowing the protection system
of intellectual property with the public and relevant sectors, the
Office participated in four public events and nine professional
and promotional events, at ten of which representatives of the
Office held expert presentations on various aspects of protection,
implementation and enforcement of intellectual property rights.
Furthermore, the Office organised or co—organised one public
and eight professional and promotional events and sponsored
one professional and promotional event.

Within professional and promotional activities of the Office
in 2017, the most prominent ones were focused on improving
knowledge transfer system in academic institutions via centres for
technology transfer and their cooperation with economic entities,
as well as making entrepreneurs and organisations supporting
entrepreneurship familiar with the significance of using intellectual
property in business.

In this context, one of the most important activities conducted
in 2017 was to initiate the coordination project between the
World Intellectual property Organization (WIPO) and the Republic
of Croatia for the purpose of evaluating current situation of
knowledge transfer system in national public scientific—research
organisations. The goal of the project, jointly conducted by the
Office and the Ministry of Science and Education, is the evaluation
of the current situation of knowledge transfer system in national
public scientific—research organisations (the so—called fact finding
mission). Based on evaluation, conducted by the WIPO'’s experts,
recommendations for improvement of the current situation will
be prepared in order to fully develop and provide for efficient
functioning and sustainability of technology transfer offices at public
scientific—research organisations in Croatia. The evaluation of the
situation was conducted upon prior corresponding preparation
phase of collecting data via questionnaires, and in direct group and
individual interaction with representatives of transfer technology
offices at public scientific—research institutions in Croatia as well as
with other stakeholders in knowledge transfer system. In addition to
the WIPO's and the Office’s representatives, consultation meetings
were attended by state secretary, minister assistant and employees
of the Ministry of Science and Education, representatives of the
Ministry of Economy, Entrepreneurship and Crafts, the Croatian
Chamber of Economy and the HAMAG-BICRO, provosts of
the University of Rijeka the University of Pula, representatives
of technology transfer centres at the University of Zagreb, the
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Boskovic. U okviru projekta odrzana je i regionalna radionica za
predstavnike ureda za transfer tehnologije pod nazivom ,Radliti
zajedno na koriStenju interneta i ostalim izazovima sustava
otvorene znanosti“, na kojoj je sudjelovalo 38 predstavnika
centara za transfer tehnologije iz Hrvatske te zemalja centralne
i jugoistocne Europe.

U okviru pokrenute inicijative za uspostavu aktivne suradnje
Zavoda i Hrvatske udruge poslodavaca (HUP) u promicanju
zastite intelektualnog viasniStva u poslovnoj zajednici, odrzan
je okrugli stol pod nazivom ,Intelektualno vlasnistvo—alat
u poslovanju i jac¢anju konkurentnosti na trzistu“, s ciliem
upoznavanja predstavnika poslovne zajednice s trendovima u
zastiti i primjeni intelektualnog vlasniStva u poslovanju, znacajem
intelektualnog vlasniStva u poslovnim odnosima na trzistu te
iskustvima i izazovima koristenja zastite intelektualnog vlasnistva
kao jednog od klju¢nih alata u suvremenom poslovanju. Na
okruglom stolu, uz predstavnike Zavoda i HUP-a, sudjelovali su i
predstavnici domacih tvrtki koje intelektualno viasnistvo uspjesno
koriste u vlastitom poslovanju te su izlozili primjere dobre prakse
upotrebe intelektualnog vlasnistva u poslovanju te iskustva u
pogledu zastite i provedbe prava u slu€aju povrede.

U cilju poticanja na bavljenje tematikom intelektualnog
vlasniStva u znanstveno—istrazivatkom i akademskom radu
te unaprjedenja javne vidljivosti zavodske Akademije i stru¢ne
djelatnosti Zavoda, u suradnji s nacionalnim akademskim
institucijama u 2016. godini pokrenuta je dodjela godisnje
nagrade Zavoda za najbolji akademski (znanstveni ili struc¢ni)
rad s temom iz podruc€ja intelektualnog viasnistva. Nakon
proslogodisnjeg uspjesno realiziranog prvog natjeCaja, na
internetskim stranicama Zavoda 20. lipnja objavljen je drugi po
redu natjeCaj za dodjelu godisnjih nagrada za najbolje stru¢ne
i znanstvene radove iz podruc€ja intelektualnog viasnistva,
otvoren do 15. studenog 2017. godine. Ovaj natjeCaj otvoren
je studenti(ca)ma preddiplomskih, diplomskih ili poslijediplomskih
sveucilisnih i struénih studija u Hrvatskoj iz svih znanstvenih
podrudja i studijskinh usmjerenja, kao i znanstveno—nastavnom i
akademskom osoblju sa znanstveno —istrazivackih i akademskin
institucija u Hrvatskoj. Na natjeCaj u 2017. godini pristigao je 41
rad, od Cega 21 iz kategorije seminarskih ili zavrSnih radova na
preddiplomskom i diplomskom studiju, 5 iz kategorije seminarskih
ili zavrSnih radova na poslijediplomskom studiju, te 15 iz kategorije
strucnih ili znanstvenih radova znanstveno—istrazivackog i
akademskog osoblja. Radove prispjele na natje¢aj ocijenilo je
prosudbeno povjerenstvo sastavljeno od uglednih predstavnika
akademske zajednice. Temelijem ocjena prosudbenog

University of Split and the University of Osijek and representatives
of the University of Dubrovnik and the Ruder Boskovi¢ Institute.
A regional workshop for representatives of technology transfer
offices was held within the project, titled “Working Together at Using
Internet and Other Challenges of Open Science System”, with
participation of 38 representatives of technology transfer centres
from Croatia and central and south—eastern European countries.

Within the initiative activated to establish active cooperation
between the Office and the Croatian Employers’ Association (HUP)
in promoting intellectual property protection in business community,
a roundtable discussion was held titled “Intellectual Property—a
Toolin Business and Strengthening Competitiveness at the Market”,
with an aim to make representatives of business community familiar
with trends in intellectual property protection and application in
business, with significance of intellectual property in business
relationships at the market and with experience and challenges
of using intellectual property protection as one of the crucial tools
in modemn business. In addition to the Office’s and the HUP's
representatives, the roundtable discussion was participated also
by representatives of Croatian companies that successfully use
intellectual property in their business and who presented examples
of good practice in using intellectual property in business and
experience in terms of protection and enforcement of rights in
case of infringement.

In order to encourage dealing with the issues of intellectual
property in scientific—research and academic work and to improve
public visibility of the Office’s Academy and professional activity
of the Office, annual prize award of the Office was initiated in
2016 in cooperation with national academic institutions for the
best academic (scientific or professional) work on the topic
from the field of intellectual property, open until 15 November
2017. This competition was open for students of undergraduate,
graduate or postgraduate university and professional studies in
Croatia in all scientific areas and study courses, as well as for
scientific—teaching and academic staff at scientific—research and
academic institutions in Croatia. The competition in 2017 received
41 works, 21 of which were in the category of seminar or final
papers at undergraduate and graduate studies, 5 in the category
of seminar or final papers at postgraduate studies, and 15 in the
category of professional or scientific papers by scientific—research
and academic staff. The papers sent for competition were
evaluated by assessment committee composed of renowned
representatives of the academic community. Based on evaluations
by the assessment committee, the Office awarded prizes in all
three categories, for the best work in the category of seminar or

Povodom Svjetskog dana intelektualnog vlasnistva 26.
travnja u Novinarskom domu u Zagrebu u organizaciji Zavoda
odrzan je okrugli stol ,Inovacije unaprjeduju zivot* na kojem
su istaknuti hrvatski znanstvenici, strunjaci i inovatori koji se
bave inovacijskim djelatnostima u podrucjima od osobitog
znacaja za unaprjedenje zivota (kao $to su zdravlje i medicina,
lijiekovi i medicinski proizvodi, robotika, informacijske tehnologije,
proizvodi iz svakodnevnog zivota), a koji su i sami dali znacajan
doprinos inovacijama u tim podrucjima, razgovarali o svojim
iskustvima, ulozi intelektualnog vlasnistva u poticanju i
komercijalizaciji inovacija, izazovima hrvatskog inovacijskog
eko—sustava i mogucénosti njegovog unaprjedenja te suradnii
znanstvenoistrazivackih i akademskih institucija, malih i srednjih
poduzeca i industrije u podrucju inovacija.

U suradnji s Europskim patentnim uredom (EPO), u okviru
projekta bilateralne suradnje u Zagrebu je 12.i13. lipnja u okviru
projektne aktivnosti Platforma o razmijeni iskustava u postupcima
patentiranja (Discussion platform for exchanges on patenting
procedures) organiziran seminar o postupcima patentiranja u
podrucju biotehnologije. Prvog dana seminara odrzana je interna
struéna rasprava izmedu patentnih ispitivaca EPO-a i Zavoda,
na kojoj su struénjaci medusobno razmijenili iskustva i mislienja o
aktualnostima u patentnim postupcima u podrucju biotehnologije
u svrhu ujednacavanja prakse u ovom vrlo kompleksnom
podrucju na razini svih drzava ¢lanica europskog patentnog
sustava. Drugog dana seminara, kao doprinos ja¢anju podrucja
biotehnologije prepoznatog kao jednog od najperspektivnijin
u Strategiji pametne specijalizacije Republike Hrvatske
2016-2020, odrzan je okrugli stol namijenjen stru¢noj javnosti.
Cilj okruglog stola, kojem je prisustvovalo 29 predstavnika
industrije i poduzetnistva, znanstvenoistrazivackih te potpornih
organizacija za transfer tehnologije i inovacije, nadleznih drzavnih
tijela te patentnih zastupnika, bio je razvoj platforme za razmjenu

“Copyright Protection of Photography”, by Tina Brajkovi¢ from the
Faculty of Law of the University of Rijeka, in the category of seminar
or final paper at postgraduate studies—the work titled “Copyright
Infringement by Linking”, by Lucija Franji¢ from the Faculty of Law
of the University of Zagreb, and in the category of professional or
scientific work of scientific—research and academic staff to the
work titled Embryonic stem cell patents and personalized medicine
in the European Union, by Jasmina Mutabzija from the PAR, High
Business School in Rijeka.

On the occasion of the World Intellectual Property Day, on
26 April, a roundtable discussion was organised by the Office
and held at the Journalists Centre in Zagreb, titled “Innovations
Improving Lives”, with participation of prominent Croatian scientists,
experts and innovators dealing with innovation activities in the
fields of particular importance to improvement of lives (such as
health and medicine, drugs and medical products, robotics,
information technologies, products in everyday life), who gave
significant contribution to innovations in this areas, discussing their
experiences, the role of intellectual property in encouraging and
commercialising innovations, challenges of Croatian innovation
eco-system and the possibility of its improvement as well as
cooperation between scientific—research and academic institutions,
small and medium—sized enterprises and industry in the field of
innovations.

In cooperation with the European Patent Office (EPO),
within bilateral cooperation project, a seminar was organised
in Zagreb on 12 and 13 June within the project activity titled
Discussion platform for exchanges on patenting procedures in
the field of biotechnology. On the first day of seminar, an interal
professional discussion was held between the EPO’s and the
Office’s patent examiners exchanging experience and opinions
on actual issued in patent procedures in the field of biotechnology
for the purpose of standardising practice in this highly complex
area on the level of all member states of the European patent
system. On the second day of seminar, as a contribution to
strengthening the field of biotechnology recognised as one of the
most promising ones in the Smart Specialisation Strategy of the
Republic of Croatia 2016-2020, a roundtable discussion was
held intended for professional public. The roundtable discussion,
attended by 29 representatives of industry and entrepreneurship,
scientific—research and supporting organisations for technology
transfer and innovations, competent state authorities and patent
representatives, was aimed at developing a platform for knowledge
and practice exchange in this field, raising public awareness of
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znanja i prakse u ovom podrudju, podizanje javne svijesti o
mogucnostima i specificnostima patentiranja izuma iz podrucja
biotehnologije te upoznavanje s praksom EPO—-a i Zavoda kao
ureda koji provode postupke zastite patenata.

Od javnih edukativno—promotivnin dogadanja u organizaciji
Zavoda u 2017. godini osobito se istiCu dogadanja u okviru
projekta ,Dan intelektualnog viasniStva za djecu® pod motom
,Budi inovativan, Budi kreativan—Budi DIV*, namijenjen jacanju
svijesti djece i mladih. Cilj projekta je da se djeca i mladi, kroz igru
i sadrzaje namijenjene njihovih dobnim uzrastima, educiraju o
znacaju zastite i postivanja prava intelektualnog viasnistva. Kroz
projekt se provodi i Sira edukacija djece i mladih o tome kako
koristiti intelektualno vlasnistvo u razvoju inovacija i kreativnosti.
Projekt je usmjeren na djecu i mlade u dobi od 6 do 18 godina
te su u okviru njega predvidene aktivnosti i edukativne radionice
koncipirane prema specificnim dobnim skupinama. U okviru
dogadanja proveden je edukativno—zabavni sadrzaj u obliku
centralnog dogadaja (predstava, radionica, dokumentarni
film) nakon kojeg je uslijedio razgovor pedagoga sa djecom
te sudjelovanje ucenika u radionicama na tzv. stanicama za
ucenje. Tijekom godine odrzana su dva dogadanja, u Zagrebu

possibilities and specificities of patenting inventions in the field of
biotechnology and getting acquainted with the practice of the EPO
and the Office as offices conducting patent protection procedures.

Among public educational—promotional events organised by
the Office in 2017, events within the projects of the “Intellectual
Property Day for Children” under the motto “Be Innovative, Bez
Creative—Be a GIANT", intended for raising awareness with
children and youth, are to be especially highlighted. The aim
of the project is to educate children and youth, through games
and programmes intended for their age, on the importance of
protecting and respecting intellectual property rights. The project
also involves broader education of children and youth on the way
how to use intellectual property in developing innovations and
creativity. The project is focused on children and youth at the
age of 6 to 18 years and it comprises activities and educational
workshops anticipated and conceived for specific age groups.
The educational—entertaining programme included a central event
(shows, workshops, documentaries) followed by a discussion
between pedagogues and children and participation of children
in workshops at so—called learing stations. Two events were
held during the year, in Zagreb and in Varazdin. The events,

i Varazdinu. Dogadanja na kojima je sudjelovalo preko 900

Svjetskom organizacijom za intelektualno vlasnistvo 2017.
godine organizirali su nagradni natjeCaj za najbolji literarni rad,
video rad, skladbu, likovni rad ili strip na temu ,Inovacija za bolji
zivot” za uCenike osnovnih i srednjih Skola iz Hrvatske. NatjeCaj je
otvoren 26. travnja objavom na internetskim stranicama DZIV-a
i portalu Stop krivotvorinama i piratstvu te drustvenim mrezama
koje vodi Zavod, a prijave su zaprimane do 15. prosinca. Na
natjecaj je pristiglo ukupno 150 radova, od Cega 53 rada uCenika
od 1. do 4. razreda osnovnih Skola, 65 radova ucenika od 5.
do 8. razreda osnovnih Skola te 32 rada u¢enika srednjih Skola.
Prosudbeno povjerenstvo ocijenilo je pristigle radove temeliem
kriterija primjerenosti zadanoj temi i kreativnosti.

Za najbolji rad u kategoriji radova uc¢enika od 1. do 4.
90 razreda osnovnih Skola, nagrada je dodijeliena za likovni rad

attended by over 900 children and young people, were organised
in cooperation between the Office and the national coordination
for the enforcement of intellectual property rights, co—financed
within the cooperation project with the European Union Intellectual
Property Office and supported by the Ministry of Science and
Education, of the City of Varazdin and the Varazdin County.

In order to encourage children and young people to innovative
and creative thinking and implementing intellectual property
protection system in protecting their ideas and their creative work,
the Office and the coordination for the enforcement of intellectual
property rights organised a prize competition in cooperation with
the World Intellectual Property Organization in 2017 for the best
literary work, video work, composition, fine artwork or a cartoon on
the topic of “Innovation for a Better Life” for primary and secondary
schoolchildren from Croatia. The competition was opened on
26 April by an announcement on the SIPO’s website and the
portal Stop Counterfeiting and Piracy and on social networks
administered by the Office, and the applications were received
up until 15 December. A total of 150 works were reported for
competition, 53 of which by children from 1st to 4th grade of
primary schools, 65 works by children from &th to 8th grade of
primary schools and 32 works by secondary schoolchildren. Upon
receipt, the assessment committee evaluated the works on the
criteria basis of appropriate elaboration of the given topic and
creativity.

Tijekom 2017. nastavljena je i suradnja Zavoda na organizaciji
informativno—promotivnih aktivnosti s ostalim relevantnim
drzavnim i javnim institucijama ukljuCenim u nacionalni sustav
koordinacije provedbe prava intelektualnog vlasnistva u okviru
akcije Stop krivotvorinama i piratstvu. Tijekom godine u okviru
ove akcije odrzano je javno dogadanje u Sibeniku na kojem su
uz informacije koje su im pruzili stru¢njaci iz nadleznih institucija,
gradani imali priliku razgledati primjerke krivotvorina kupljenih
putem interneta koje je Carinska uprava Ministarstva financija
zaplijenila pregledom postanskih poSiliki kojima je trebala biti
dostavljana tako kupliena roba.

Tijekom godine u razli¢itim sredstvima javnog informiranja,
Sto ukljuuje internetske portale, tisak, radijski i televizijski
program, objavljeno je ukupno 237 objava o razli¢itim aspektima
intelektualnog vlasnistva od kojih se njih 170 odnosilo na Zavod
i temu zastite intelektualnog vlasnistva, dok su se preostale
objave u medijima odnosile na provedbu prava intelektualnog
vlasniStva.

8.2. Edukacijske aktivnosti

U podrucju obrazovanja i stru¢nog usavrSavanja o
intelektualnom vlasniStvu Zavod je tijgkom 2017. godine nastavio
s provedbom edukacijskih aktivnosti te sa suradnjom u tom
podrudju s relevantnim domacim i inozemnim organizacijama
i obrazovnim institucijama. Sukladno utvrdenim potrebama i
planovima Zavod je putem Akademije za intelektualno viasnistvo,
koja djeluje kao funkcionalna jedinica Zavoda, razvijao javne
edukacijske programe iz podrucja intelektualnog vlasnistva
za razliite ciline skupine korisnika, u suradnji s partnerskim
institucijama.

Tijekom 2017. godine Zavod je odrzao ukupno 56
seminara, radionica i predavanja za u¢enike osnovnih i srednjin

The prize for the best work in the category of works by children
from Tst to 4th grade of primary schools was awarded to Zlata
Baci¢ and Bruna Bacic, Viadimir Nazor Primary School, Nevidane,
for the fine artwork “Jumpglases”. The prize for the best work in
the category of works by children from 5th to 8th grade of primary
schools was awarded to Nura Bic¢ani¢, Karlo Domanci¢ and Una
Vekic¢, Hvar Primary School, for the video work “Vucetic's Innovation
for a Better Life”.

The prize for the best work in the category of works by
secondary schoolchildren was awarded to Zrinka Cupi¢, Upper
Town Secondary School, Zagreb for the composition “Innovation
for a Better Life”. The best work of all was the video work “Vucetic's
Innovation for a Better Life” by Nura Bi¢ani¢, Karlo Domanci¢ and
Una Veki¢ from the Hvar Primary Schooal.

During 2017, the Office continued to cooperate with other
relevant state and public institutions involved in the national
coordination system of the enforcement of intellectual property
rights in organising informational—promotional activities within the
action Stop Counterfeiting and Piracy. During the year, the public
event was held in Sibenik, where citizens were provided information
by experts from competent institutions and had an opportunity
to see examples of counterfeits purchased online, seized by the
Customs Administration of the Ministry of Finance upon inspection
of postal shipments of the goods thus purchased to be delivered.

During the vear, a total of 237 articles on different aspects
of intellectual property were published in various public media,
which include internet portals, print media, radio and television
programme. 170 articles referred to the Office and intellectual
property protection, and the rest of articles published in the media
referred to the enforcement of intellectual property rights.

8.2. Educational Activities

In the field of education and professional training on intellectual
property, in 2017, the Office continued to organize educational
activities and to cooperate in this area with the relevant domestic
and foreign organizations and educational institutions. In
accordance with the established needs and plans, the Office,
through its Academy for Intellectual Property, which operates as
a functional unit of the Office, was developing public educational
programmes in the field of intellectual property for various target
groups of users, in cooperation with partner institutions.

During 2017, the Office held a total of 56 seminars, workshops
and lectures for primary and secondary schoolchildren, students,
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Skola, studente, znanstvenike, predstavnike malog i srednjeg
poduzetniStva, drzavnih institucija i pravosudnih tijela te za
opcu javnost o zastiti, koristenju i upravijanju te provedbi prava
intelektualnog vlasnistva, na kojima su u svojstvu predavaca
sudijelovali stru¢njaci Zavoda.

Dosadasnije aktivnosti suradnje s akademskom zajednicom u
provodenju izobrazbe o intelektualnom vlasniStvu nastavljene su
i u2017. godini. Ostvarena je suradnja Zavoda na provodenju
edukacije s fakultetima SveuciliSta u Zagrebu—Fakultetom
kemijskog inZenjerstva i tehnologije te Fakultetom elektrotehnike
i raCunalstva, Pravnim fakultetom SveudiliSta u Rijeci, Visokim
ugilistem EFFECTUS te Centrom za znanstvene informacije
Instituta Ruder BoSkovic.

Za predstavnike akademske zajednice i obrazovnih institucija
odrzano je ukupno 28 predavanja u okviru 5 seminara na
kojima je sudjelovalo 74 predstavnika akademske zajednice
te obrazovnih institucija. U provedbi nastave intelektualnog

U cilju razvijanja edukacijske i stru¢ne djelatnosti Zavoda,
pored vec¢ postojece suradnje sa sveucilistima u Hrvatskoj,
kontinuirano se provodi komunikacija sa sveucilistima i drugim
akademskim i obrazovnim institucijama kako bi se uvidjele
njihove potrebe za informacijama u podrucju intelektualnog
vlasniStva i mogucnosti za suradnju.

Medu provedenim edukacijskim aktivnostima koje je Zavod
u 2017. godini odrzao za ovu skupinu korisnika istiCu se
seminari, radionice i predavanja o intelektualnom vlasnistvu
namijenjeni najmladoj generaciji—ucenicima osnovnih i srednjih
Skola. Osobito se istiCu radionica o intelektualnom vlasnistvu
LInovacije unaprjeduju zivot" koja je povodom Svjetskog dana
intelektualnog vlasniStva odrzana za Clanove Udruge za
darovitost Dar iz Zagreba te radionice o razli€itim vrstama
i aspektima intelektualnog vlasnistva za u€enike osnovnih i
srednjih 8kola iz Zagreba i Varazdina u okviru dogadanja ,Dan
intelektualnog vlasnistva za djecu i mlade”.

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scientists, representatives of small and medium—sized enterprises,
state institutions and judicial bodies as well as the general public on
the protection, use and management, as well as the enforcement
of intellectual property rights, with the Office’s experts involved as
lecturers.

Lectures in the Field of Intellectual Property for the Academic
Community and Educational Institutions

Activities of cooperation with the academic community so far
in carrying out education on intellectual property were continued
in 2017 as well. Cooperation in educating undergraduate and
graduate students has been established with faculties of the
University of Zagreb—the Faculty of Chemical Engineering and
Technology and the Faculty of Electrical Engineering and Computing,
the Faculty of Law at the University of Rijeka, the University College
EFFECTUS and the Centre for Scientific Information at the Ruder
Boskovi¢ Institute.

A total of 28 lectures were held within 5 seminars for
representatives of the academic community and educational
institutions, attended by 74 representatives of the academic
community and educational institutions. Eight Office’'s employees
were involved in teaching intellectual property to this group of users.

In order to develop educational and professional activity of
the Office, in addition to the existing cooperation with universities
in Croatia, there is continuous communication conducted with
universities and other academic and educational institutions to
perceive their needs for information in the field of intellectual
property and possibilities for cooperation.

Among educational activities conducted by the Office in
2017 for this groups of users, there were seminars, workshops
and lectures on intellectual property intended for the youngest
generation—primary and secondary schoolchildren. A special
highlight goes to the workshop on intellectual property titled
‘Innovations Improving Lives” held on the occasion of the World
Intellectual Property Day for members of the Association for Gifted
Children (Dar) from Zagreb and workshops on various types
and aspects of intellectual property for primary and secondary
schoolchildren from Zagreb and Varazdin within the manifestation
of the “Intellectual Property Day for Children and Youth”. These
workshops, which represent a step out from conducting seminars
and workshops as usual in terms of methodology, were conceived
and conducted by 24 employees of the Office, with participation
of 460 attendees.



Seminari i radionice za poduzetnike

Edukacija za predstavnike malog i srednjeg poduzetnistva
ostvarena je u suradnji s Hrvatskom gospodarskom komorom
(temeliem postojeceg Sporazuma o poslovnoj suradniji izmedu
Zavoda i HGK-a) te Razvojnom agencijom Zagreb (RAZA)—u
okviru programa Seminari za poduzetnike.

U okviru suradnje s regionalnim centrima za transfer
tehnologije, udrugama i drugim potpornim organizacijama,
na inicijativu Hrvatske platforme za Plavu energiju/ PELAGOS
odrzano je predavanje o intelektualnom vlasnistvu za dionike
Hrvatske platforme za Plavu energiju.

Tijekom 2017. godine odrzane su 4 radionice namijenjene
povecanju stupnja znanja malog i srednjeg poduzetniStva o
primjeni intelektualnog viasniStva u poslovanju, na kojima je
sudjelovalo oko 80 predstavnika malih i srednjih poduzeca,
mladih poduzetnika, te predstavnika institucija koje se bave
potpornim aktivnostima za malo i srednje poduzetnistvo.

Seminari za drzavne institucije i pravosudna tijela

U suradnji Zavoda s Koordinacijskim povjerenstvom za
provedbu prava intelektualnog vlasnistva, EUIPO—-om i
Pravosudnom akademijom u Zagrebu je odrzan dvodnevni
seminar o kaznenopravnoj zastiti intelektualnog vlasnistva,
namijenjen sucima i drzavnim odvjetnicima. Seminaru je
prisustvovalo 50 sudaca sa zupanijskih, opcinskih i prekrsajnih
sudova, zupanijskih i opcinskih drzavnih odvjetnistava, Visokog
trgovackog suda, Visokog prekr§ajnog suda te predstavnici
Ministarstva pravosuda. Prezentacije na seminaru odrzalo je
9 predavaca/strucnjaka iz Zavoda, Europske promatraénice
za povrede prava intelektualnog vlasnistva EUIPO-a, Ureda
drzavnog odvjetnika iz Rumunijske, Visokog trgovackog suda,
Opcinskog drzavnog odvjetnistva u Zagrebu, PrekrSajnog suda
u Zagrebu, Odjela za visokotehnolo$ki kriminalitet PNUSKOK-a
Ministarstva unutarnjin poslova te Kaznenog odjela Opcinskog
suda u Splitu.

U okviru suradnje Zavoda s Pravosudnom akademijom
iz Zagreba u dva navrata tijekom godine odrzani su seminari

~Pravo intelektualnog viasniStva—osnovni modul”, na kojima je

sudjelovalo 57 polaznika Pravosudne akademije. Na seminarima
je odrzano ukupno 10 predavanja u ¢emu su sudjelovala 4
struénjaka Zavoda.

Seminars and Workshops for Entrepreneurs

Training for representatives of small and medium—sized
enterprises was organised in cooperation with the Croatian
Chamber of Commerce (on the basis of the existing Business
Cooperation Agreement between the Office and the Chamber) and
the Development Agency Zagreb (RAZA) —within the programme
of Seminars for Entrepreneurs.

Within cooperation with regional centres for technology transfer,
with associations and other supporting organisations, initiated by
the Croatian Platform for Blue Energy PELAGOS, a lecture on
intellectual property was held for stakeholders of the Croatian
Platform for Blue Energy.

During 2017, 4 workshops were held, intended to increase
the knowledge of small and medium—sized enterprises on the
implementation of intellectual property in business, with participation
of around 80 representatives of small and medium —sized
enterprises, young entrepreneurs and representatives of institutions
dealing with supporting activities for small and medium—sized
entrepreneurship.

Seminars for State Institutions and Judicial Bodies

In cooperation between the Office and the Coordination
Committee for the Enforcement of Intellectual Property Rights, the
EUIPO and the Judicial Academy, a two—day seminar on criminal
protection of intellectual property was held in Zagreb, intended
for judges and state attorneys. The seminar was attended by 50
judges from county, municipal and misdemeanour courts, the High
Misdemeanour Court and representatives of the Ministry of Justice.
Presentations at the seminar were given by 9 lecturers/experts
from the Office, the European Observatory on Infringements of
Intellectual Property Rights at the EUIPO, the State Attorney's Office
from Romania, the High Commercial Court, the Municipal State
Attormey’s Office in Zagreb, the Misdemeanour Court in Zagreb, the
High—Technology Crime Department of PNUSKOK at the Ministry
of the Interior and the Criminal Department of the Municipal Court
in Split.

Within cooperation of the Office with the Judicial Academy from
Zagreb, it was on two occasions during the year that a seminar
“Intellectual Property Law—Basic Module” was held, participated
by 57 attendees of the Judicial Academy. Four experts from the
Office participated in holding a total of 10 lectures at the seminars.

During 2017, permanent cooperation was agreed between the
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intelektualnom vlasnistvu za predstavnike drzavnih institucija i
javnih ustanova. Polaznici prvog od seminara odrzanog krajem
godine procijenili su edukaciju vrlo kvalitetnom i od znacaja za
njihov daljnji rad.

Od provedenih edukacijskih aktivnosti za ovu skupinu
korisnika istiGu se i predavanja o intelektualnom viasnistvu koji
su predstavnici Zavoda odrzali u Muzejskom dokumentacijskom
centru i Nacionalnom centru za stalno stru¢no usavr3avanje
knjizniCara, kojima je prisustvovalo 24 muzejska djelatnika,
knjizniGara i informacijska stru¢njaka.

Javni programi izobrazbe

Od 2014. godine Zavod kontinuirano provodi javni program
ucenja na daljinu—0Opdi teCaj intelektualnog vlasnistva
(DL101HR) kao hrvatsku verziju istoimenog programa Svjetske
organizacije intelektualnog vlasnistva, u suradnji s kojom se
program i provodi. Tijekom 2017. provedena su dva redovita
godisnja ciklusa teCaja—u periodu od 30. sije¢nja do 12. travnja
te od 11. rujna do 22. studenoga. Od ukupnog broja od 141
prijavlienih polaznika na oba teCaja, 76 (54%) ih je bilo iz Grada
Zagreba i Zagrebacke zupanije, 29 iz Istre i Primorsko goranske
zupanije, 16 iz Dalmacije, 8 iz Slavonije, 7 iz sjeverne Hrvatske,
3 iz sredisnje Hrvatske, a na te€aju su sudjelovala i 2 polaznika
iz institucije EU—a u Luksemburgu. Prema strukturi polaznika
najzastupljeniji su bili oni iz drzavnih i lokalnih institucija, zatim
polaznici iz odvjetnickih drustava, znanstvenih institucija, te
udruga za zastitu prava intelektualnog vlasnistva i udruga
inovatora. Te€aj je u 2017. godini uspjeSno zavrsilo 106 polaznika.
Kao mentorice polaznicima u provedbi teCaja sudjelovale su 4
struénjakinje Zavoda te jedna vanjska stru¢njakinja u podrucju
intelektualnog vlasnistva.

Od pocetka redovnog odrzavanja te€aja DL-101HR,
zapocetog 2014. godine, provedeno je 8 ciklusa te€aja s ukupno
546 polaznika, vecinom s podrucja Grada Zagreba i Zagrebacke
zupanije, iz Rijeke i Istre te iz sjeverne Hrvatske. Od toga je 384
polaznika pristupilo zavrSnom ispitu i uspjesSno zavrsilo tecaj.

Office and the State School for Public Administration on workshops
on intellectual property to be conducted for representatives of
state institutions and public establishments. Attendees of the first
seminar in a row held by the end of the year assessed education
as provided to be of high quality and importance for their future
work.

Among educational activities conducted for this group of
users, a special highlight goes also to lectures on intellectual
property given by representatives of the Office at the Museum
Documentation Centre and the National Centre for Permanent
Professional Specialisation of Librarians, attended by 24 museum
employees, librarians and information experts.

Public Education Programmes

Since 2014, the Office has been conducting public distance
learming programme —General Intellectual Property Course
(DL10THR), as a Croatian version of the programme of the
World Intellectual Property Organization under the same name, in
cooperation of which the programme is carried out. Two regular
annual cycles of the programme were completed during 2017 —in
the period from 30 January to 12 April and from 11 September
to 22 November. The courses were taken by 141 attendees, 76
(54%) from the City of Zagreb and the Zagreb County, 29 from Istria
and Primorje County, 16 from Dalmatia, 8 from Slavonia, 7 from the
northern part of Croatia, 3 from the central part of Croatia, and 2
candidates from the EU institution in Luxembourg also participated
in the course. As according the structure of attendees, a great
many participants came from state and local institutions, then
from law firms, scientific institutions, and from associations for
the protection of intellectual property rights and associations of
innovators. In 2017, the course was successfully completed by
106 participants. 4 Office’s experts and one external expert in the
field of intellectual property participated in conducting the course
as mentors to attendees.

Ever since the beginning of conducting regular DL-101HR
courses in 2014, 8 course cycles were conducted with a total
of 546 attendees, mostly from the territory of the City of Zagreb
and the Zagreb County, from Rijeka and Istria and from northem
Croatia. 384 attendees thereof took the final exam and successfully
completed the course.

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S obzirom na znalaj visokorazvijene informacijske
infrastrukture za kvalitetno i uginkovito obavljanje poslova Zavoda,
nuzno je njezino kontinuirano unaprjedivanje i razvoj. Dodatnu
dimenziju tome daje potreba odgovaraju¢eg povezivanja i
uskladivanja zavodske informacijske infrastrukture kako s
informacijskim sustavima europskih ureda i svjetskog ureda za
intelektualno viasniStvo tako i s nacionalnom informacijskom
infrastrukturom drzavne uprave. Stoga su i tijekom 2017.
godine u Zavodu provodene intenzivne aktivnosti na razvoju
informacijske infrastrukture.

U 2017. godini zavrSena je posliednja faza viSegodiSnjeg
projekta migracije cjelokupnog korisni¢kog informacijskog
sustava Zavoda na novu tehnoloSku osnovu zasnovanu na
tzv. open source softveru, &ime su trajno smanjeni troskovi
odrzavanja dosada$njih programskih licenci. Kompleksni
poslovi na dinami¢kom osiguravanju operativnosti sustava
po ukljucivanju novih komponenti, uz sudjelovanje na razvoju
dijelova novog sustava, uspjeSno su obavljeni koristenjem
zavodskih ljudskih resursa u podrucju informatickih poslova i
samo jednim ugovorom s vanjskim partnerom. U okviru projekta
migracije najznacajniji rezultati u 2017. godini su pustanje u
redovni rad novih web aplikacija: registar sviedodzbi o dodatnoj
zastiti (SPC), aplikacija za potpuno ispitivanje patentnih prijava,
arhiva, registar ovlastenih zastupnika za patente i zigove, registar
opcih punomodi, registar registracija prema Haskom sporazumu
(medunarodni industrijski dizajn), otpremanje poste, evidencija
zalbenih predmeta, pretrage patenata, zigova i dizajna, stru¢ni
ispiti za ovlastene zastupnike.

Slijedom tehnoloskog napretka i radi olakSavanja rada
korisnicima izvrSena je dogradnja postojece aplikacije za
elektronicko podnosenje prijava za zastitu patenta, ziga i
industrijskog dizajna—e—Prijava—na nacin da je razvijen novi
sustav za prijavu i digitalno potpisivanje te je uveden korisnicki
profil s moguéno$c¢u upravljanja podacima od strane korisnika,
kao i nova funkcionalnost online registracije certifikata za
potpisivanje.

Usluga e—Prijava raspoloziva je od sredine 2012. godine
korisnicima zavodskih postupaka za zastitu industrijskog
vlasnistva, te Zavod kontinuirano prati stupanj koristenja ove
usluge. U 2017. godini Zavodu su putem usluge e—Prijava
podnesene ukupno 1223 elektroniCke prijava za priznanje
prava industrijskog vlasnistva (34% od ukupnog broja)—1020
prijava patenata (51% od ukupno podnesenih prijava patenata),
198 prijava zigova (13% prijava za registraciju zigova) i 10
prijava industrijskog dizajna (6% prijava dizajna). Koristenje

Considering the importance of a highly—developed information
infrastructure for high—quality and efficient operation of the Office,
its continuous improvement and development is necessary.
Importance of this was further increased by the need to appropriately
network and harmonise the Office’s information infrastructure with
both the information systems of European intellectual property
offices and the world intellectual property office, as well as national
information infrastructure of the state administration. Consequently,
during 2017, there were intensive activities on the development
of the information infrastructure carried out in the Office.

In 2017, the last phase of the multiannual project was
completed, i.e. migration of the entire user information system of
the Office to a new technological platform based on the so—called
open source software, which brought permanent reduction of
maintenance costs of programme licences so far. Complex
tasks of dynamic providing for the system operation after new
components have been included, with participation in developing
components of the new system, were successfully performed by
engaging the Office’'s human resources in the field of information
tasks and only one agreement with an external partner. The most
important results within the migration project in 2017 were releasing
new web applications: register of supplementary protection
certificates (SPC), application for complete examination of patent
applications, archives, register of authorised patent and trademark
representatives, register of general powers of attorney, register
of registrations according to the Hague Agreement (intemational
industrial design), delivery of post, records of appeals, search
through patents, trademarks and design, professional exams for
authorised representatives.

Following technological progress and in order to facilitate work
for users, the existing application for electronic patent, trademark
and industrial design was upgraded—e—Application—in the way
that a new log—in and digital signature system was developed
and a user profile was introduced allowing users to manage the
data, as well as a new functionality of online certificate registration
for signing.

Since mid—2012, the users of office procedures for industrial
property protection can use the service of e—Application. The
Office is continuously monitoring the degree of using this service.
In 2017, a total of 1223 electronic applications for registration
of industrial property rights were filed with the Office via the
e—Application service (34% of the total number)—1020 patent
applications (51% of the total patent applications filed), 193
trademark applications (13% of trademark applications) and 10
industrial design applications (6% of design applications). In spite
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e—usluga nominalno je tek neznatno poraslo u odnosu na
proSlu godinu, usprkos poduzetim aktivnostima na promociji
i edukaciji korisnika, te je udio korisnika zavodskih e—usluga u
odnosu na konvencionalne i dalje znatno manji nego koristenje
odgovarajucih e—usluga u usporedivim zemljama Europske unije
te osobito EUIPO-u.

Tijekom druge polovice godine, sukladno Zakljucku Viade
Republike Hrvatske o uvodenju elektroniCkih postupaka za
registraciju poslovnog nastana iishodenje odobrenja za obavljanje
usluzne djelatnosti (slijedom obveza koje proizlaze iz Direktive
EU-a o uslugama), proveden je projekt izrade elektronickih
obrazaca za prijavu ispita za ovlastene zastupnike za patente i
zigove, upisa u registar zastupnika, izmjena podataka u registru
zastupnika, kao i obrazaca zahtjeva za ishodenje odobrenja
za obavljanje djelatnosti kolektivhog ostvarivanja autorskih
i srodnih prava. Navedeni obrasci za sada su postavljeni na
srediSnji drzavni portal e—Gradani pod nazivom ,e—Postupci
u podrucju intelektualnog viasnistva®, te se predvida njihovo
konacno postavljanje na portal e—Poslovanje kada isti bude
pusten u rad.

Sukladno tehnickim zahtjevima EPO-a i uz financiranje putem
Bilateralnog plana suradnje Zavoda s EPO—om obnovliena je
zavodska informati¢ka infrastruktura Patnet za povezivanje s
informacijskim sustavima EPO-a (ugradeni su odgovarajudi
novi usmjerivac (router) i preklopnik (switch)).

Sukladno planu redovnog odrzavanja i razvoja infrastrukture

dio zastarjele raCunalne i prate¢e opreme zamijenjen je novom.

DovrSena je nadogradnja operacijskog sustava zavodskih

racunala na verziju Win7 kao novog zavodskog standarda.

DovrSena je obnova sustava za napajanje u slu¢aju kratkotrajnih
prekida struje (tzv. UPS), koji sada sadrzi Cetiri nove UPS jedinice
s mreznim karticama koje omogucuju dodatno upravijanje s
udaljene lokacije.

Ostvareni razvoj u 2017. godini, u smislu migracije
informacijskog sustava na nove suvremene informacijske
tehnologije te nastavak integriranja svih relevantnih informacijskih
podsustava u odgovarajuce europske sustave intelektualnog
vlasni$tva, kao i ukupna razina informatiziranosti poslovnih
procesa, koja se kontinuirano unapreduje prema potrebama
korisnika i/ili zahtjevima medunarodnih organizacija u sustavu
intelektualnog vlasnistva, osigurava mjesto Zavoda medu
informaticki najmodernijim europskim nacionalnim uredima za

of the activities undertaken for promotion and education of users,
there was an insignificant nominal increase in using e—services
in relation to the previous year, so that the share of the Office’s
e—service users in relation to conventional ones is still substantially
lower than using appropriate e—services in comparable states of
the European Union and particularly EUIPO.

During the second half of the year, pursuant to the Decision by
the Govermnment of the Republic of Croatia on introducing electronic
procedures for registration of business establishment and to obtain
approval for service provision (following obligations resulting
from the EU Directive on services), a project was conducted
to prepare electronic exam application forms for authorised
patent and trademark representatives, for entry in the register of
representatives, to change data in the register of representatives,
as well as request forms to be granted an approval of collective
management of copyright and related rights. For the time being,
the aforementioned forms are uploaded on the central state portal
e—Citizens titled “e—Procedures in the Field of Intellectual property”,
and their final release on the e—Business portal is anticipated for
the date of its release into operation.

In the field of maintaining and developing technological
infrastructure, a number of activities were also carried out to improve
the quality of equipment and to achieve better performances and
safety in operation.

Pursuant to technical requirements of the EPO and financed
via the Bilateral Cooperation Plan of the Office with the EPO,
the Office’s information infrastructure Patnet was renewed for
connection with the EPO’s information systems (by installing a
corresponding new router and switch.

In accordance with the regular infrastructure maintenance
and development plan, a part of obsolete computing and related
equipment was substituted with the new one. The operation system
of the Office’s computers was upgraded to the Win7 version as a
new Office standard. Power supply system was renewed in case
of short power cuts (the so—called UPS), with four new UPS units
with network cards allowing additional distant managing.

The development achieved in 2017 in terms of the information
system migration to new modem information technologies and
the continued integration of all relevant information subsystems
into appropriate European intellectual property systems, as well
as the total level of informatisation of business process, which is
being continuously upgraded according to the users’ needs and/
or requirements of international organisations in the intellectual
property system, make the Office one of the most modern
European national intellectual property offices, representing an

to the information technology. However, uncertain dynamics of
conducting projects planned to consolidate the state information
infrastructure has a negative reflection on the possibility of
systematic long—term planning of further development of the
Office’s information infrastructure.
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10.1. Financijski pokazatelji

Plan proracuna Zavoda za 2017. godinu izvorno je iznosio
16.720,854 kn, a nakon ukupnih izmjena tijekom godine iznosio
e 17.527,631 kn. Plan je izvr§en u iznosu od 97,85% 1j. u visini
od 17.150,830 kn.

Ukupan prihod Zavoda u 2017. godini ostvaren je u iznosu od
24.092.013 kn, Sto predstavlja indeks ostvarenja u odnosu na
proteklu godinu od 116%. Navedeno je prvenstveno posliedica
rastaiznosa tekucih i kapitalnih pomoci medunarodnih organizacija
i tijela EU—a te ostalih prihoda za posebne namjene unutar izvora
financiranja za posebne namjene (prema nomenklaturi drzavnog
proracuna izvor 43 —Ostali prihodi za posebne namjene) koje Cine
transferni prihodi od naknada korisnika patentnog sustava, a koji
se proslieduju medunarodnim organizacijama temeljem ¢lanstva
Republike Hrvatske u medunarodnim ugovorima iz podrucja
patenata.

U strukturi prihoda najznacajniji izvor €ine prihodi iz drzavnog
proracuna za financiranje redovne djelatnosti (55,38% —izvor 11
prema nomenklaturi drzavnog proracuna), pri Eemu se primjecuje
trend smanijenja udjela ovog izvora u ukupnom planu proracuna
u nekoliko posliednjih godina (u 2014. godini udio od 75,3%).

Ostali prihodi drzavnog proracuna za posebne namjene
(prihodi temeljiem medunarodnih ugovora iz podrucja patenata)
sudjeluju s 28% u ukupnim prihodima te je njihov udio porastao
u odnosu na proteklu godinu.

U strukturi prihoda u 2017. godini znacajnije sudjeluju i prihodi
po posebnim propisima. Isti su u najve¢em dijelu ostvareni
temeljem ugovora skloplienih s Uredom Europske unije za
intelektualno viasnistvo (EUIPO) s ciliem razvoja zajednickih alata
te uskladivanja i provodenja zajedniCke prakse u postupcima
registracije zigova i dizajna, u iznosu od 3.243.041 kn (13.46%
ukupnih prihoda), Sto se odnosi na proracunski projekt Suradnja
DZIV-a s Europskim uredom za Zigove i dizajn.

Manii dio ove vrste prihoda u iznosu od 40.759 kn odnosi
se na prihode od Hrvatskog zavoda za zapoSljavanje (HZ2)
temeljem programa stru¢nog osposobljavanja za rad bez
zasnivanja radnog odnosa.

U strukturi prinoda u neznatnom dijelu sudjeluju i prinodi od
obavljanja viastite (trzisSne) djelatnosti (70.093 kn).

Ukupni rashodi poslovanja zajedno s rashodima za nabavu
nefinancijske imovine u 2017. godini iznosili su 17.387.013
kn, §to odgovara indeksu ostvarenja od 107,4% u odnosu na
prethodnu godinu.

10.1. Financial Indicators

The Office budget plan for the year 2017 amounted originally
to HRK 16,720,854, and upon all changes during the year, it
amounted to HRK 17,527,631. The actual budget represented
97.85% i.e. in the amount of HRK 17,150,830.

The total annual revenue of the Office in 2017 amounted to
HRK 24,092,013, which is 116% of the actual budget in relation
1o the previous year, primarily as a conseguence of an increase
in the amounts of current and capital assistance from international
organizations and the EU, and other revenues for special purposes
within financing sources for special purposes (according to the
State Budget nomenclature source 43— Other revenues for special
purposes) as transfer revenues from fees by users of the patent
system which are forwarded to international organisations based
on the membership of the Republic of Croatia in interational
agreements in the patent field.

The revenues from the state budget for regular activity financing
make the most significant source in the revenue structure
(65.38%—source 11 according to the State Budget nomenclature),
showing a decreasing trend in the share of this source in the total
budget plan in the last few years (a share of 75.3% in 2014).

Other state budget revenues for special purposes (revenues
based on international agreements in the patent field) make 28%
of the total revenues, showing an increase of their share in relation
1o the previous year.

The revenues according to special regulations participate in the
revenue structure in 2017 to a greater extent. They were mostly
achieved from agreements concluded with the European Union
Intellectual Property Office (EUIPO) for the purpose of developing
joint tools and harmonising and implementing common practice
in frademark and design registration procedures, amounting to
HRK 3,243,041 (13.46% of total revenue), pertaining to the project
Cooperation between the SIPO and the European Office for Trade
Marks and Designs.

Aminor part of this type of revenue in the amount of HRK 40,759
relates to revenues from the Croatian Employment Office (HZZ)
pased on professional training programme without concluding
employment contracts.

A small part in the revenue structure is the revenues from the
Office’s own (market) activities (HRK 70,093).

Total operating expenditures and fixed assets procurement
expenditures in 2017 amounted to HRK 17,387,013, which makes
107.4 % of the amount from the previous year.
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Rashodi za zaposlene planirani su u 2017. godini, nakon
ukupnih godiSnjih izmjena proracuna, u iznosu od 11.091.511
kn, a izvrSeni su u iznosu od 11.080.748 kn, Sto je gotovo
u potpunosti u skladu s planiranim. U odnosu na prethodnu
godinu, indeks izvrSenih rashoda za zaposlene iznosi 99.

Materijalni rashodi ostvareni su u iznosu od 6.056.729 kn, a
njihovo izvrSenje je indeksirano u visini 122,4% iznosa ostvarenog
u prethodnoj godini. Najveci udio u povec¢anom ostvarenju
materijalnih rashoda ostvaren je kao rezultat povecanih
transfernih rashoda za uplacene korisnicke pristojbe i naknade
po medunarodnim ugovorima (na izvoru 43).

Rashodi za nabavu nefinancijske dugotrajne imovine
izvrSeni su u iznosu od 239.995 kn, od ¢ega je samo 52.745
kn financirano iz izvora 11. Znacajan indeks rasta u odnosu
na prethodnu godinu (477,2) nastao je zbog veceg iznosa
donacije za nabavu dugotrajne imovine iz inozemstva (54.442
kn) te financiranje nabave dugotrajne imovine iz drugih izvora
(132.808 kn).

The Office Revenue and Expenditure Structure in 2017

After amending budget in total, the staff expenditures planned for
2017 amounted to HRK 11,091,511, while the actual expenditures
amounted to HRK 11,080,748, which is almost completely in line
with the amount as planned. In relation to the previous year, the
actual staff expenditures index amounts to 99.

Actual material expenditures amounted to HRK 6,056,729,
or 122.4% of the previous year's amount. The actual material
expenditures increased mostly (at source 43) as a result of
transfer revenues for users’ charges and fees paid by international
agreements.

Expenditures related to the procurement of fixed long—term
assets amounted to HRK 239,995, only HRK 52,745 of which was
financed from source 11. Compared to the previous year, there is
a significant increase (477.2) due to a larger amount of long—term
donations from abroad (HRK 54,442) and financing procurement
of fixed long—term assets from other sources (HRK 132,808).

10.2. Nabava roba i usluga

Zbog uskladenja s novim Zakonom o javnoj nabavi (NN
120/2016) koji se primjenjuje od 1. sijeCnja 2017. Zavod je tijekom
2017. godine izvrSio obvezu dono$enja Pravilnika o provodenju
postupaka jednostavne nabave u kojem je detaljno definiran
postupak jednostavne nabave za sve vrste roba i usluga. Ni u
2017. godini Zavod nije samostalno provodio postupke javne
nabave velike vrijednosti.

10.3. Ljudski potencijali

U Zavodu su na dan 31. prosinca 2017. bile zaposlene 93
osobe, od ¢ega 91 sluzbenik/ica, 1 namjestenik, te 1 duznosnica,
Sto predstavlja smanjenje u odnosu na proteklu godinu kada je
bilo ukupno 96 zaposlenih osoba. Od ukupnog broja sluzbenika/
ica i namjestenika njih 57 je bilo s visokom stru¢nom spremom,
8 s visom struénom spremom, te 27 sa srednjom stru¢nom
spremom. Na rukovodec¢im polozajima bila su rasporedena
ukupno 24 drzavna/e sluzbenika/ice.

Tijekom 2017. godine u Zavodu je drzavna sluzba prestala
za ukupno 9 sluzbenika/ica, od Cega za dvije sluzbenice zbog
premjestaja, za jednu sluzbenicu na odredeno vrijeme temeljem
sporazuma, za jednog sluzbenika temeljem sporazuma, za dva
sluzbenika/ice istekom roka na odredeno vrijeme zbog zamjene
duze odsutnih sluzbenika/ica, za jednog sluzbenicu temeliem
sporazuma zbog odlaska u starosnu mirovinu, za jednog
sluzbenika temeliem sporazuma zbog odlaska u prijevremenu
starosnu mirovinu, te za jednog sluzbenika po sili zakona zbog
odlaska u starosnu mirovinu.

10.2. Procurement of Goods and Services

Due to harmonisation with the new Public Procurement Act
(Official Gazette 120/2016) effective from 1 January 2017, the
Office fulfilled its obligation during 2017 to adopt the Regulations on
Simple Procurement Procedures with detailed definition of simple
procurement procedure for all kinds of goods and services. It was
notin 2017 either, that the Office independently conducted public
procurement procedures of great value.

10.3. Human Resources

On 31 December 2017, the Office had 93 employees, out of
which 91 civil servants, 1 civil employee and 1 official, which is
a decrease from 96 employees in total in relation to the previous
year. Out of the total number of civil servants and employees, 57
held a graduate degree, 8 an undergraduate degree and 27 a
high—school degree. 24 civil servants were placed in management
positions.

During 2017, civil service at the Office was terminated for 9
civil servants, out of which for 2 civil servants due to transfer, one
civil servant on the fixed—term civil service on the basis of an
agreement, one civil servant on the basis of an agreement, for
two civil servants by expiry of the fixed—term civil service due to
substitution of civil servants absent for a longer time, for one civil
servant on the basis of an agreement due to retirement pension,
for one civil servant on the basis of an agreement due to early
retirement, and for one civil servant by the force of law due to
retirement pension.
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U drzavnu sluzbu je tijiekom 2017. godine primljeno ukupno 6
sluzbenika/ica, od ¢ega 5 sluzbenika/ica na neodredeno vrijeme
te jedan sluzbenik na odredeno vrijeme zbog zamjene duze
odsutnog sluzbenika.

Osim toga, tijekom 2017. godine je primlieno i 5 osoba na
stru¢no osposobljavanje za rad bez zasnivanja radnog odnosa,
svih 5 sa srednjom stru¢énom spremom.

During 2017, a total of 6 civil servants were employed, 5 out
of which permanently and one for a fixed time due to substitution
of a civil servant absent for a longer time.

In the structure of the Office’s staff according to professional
qualifications in 2017, 62.4% of the employees held graduate
degrees, 8.6% undergraduate degrees, and 29.0% high—school
degrees, which is a slight increase in employees holding graduate
degrees in relation to the previous year.

The structure of the staff according to gender shows the share
of 72.0% of women and 28.0% of men, which practically remained
unchanged in relation to the previous year.

10.4. Zahtjevi gradana i drugih
zainteresiranih strana za pristup informacijama

Tijekom 2017. godine zaprimlieno je ukupno 11 zahtjeva
za pristup informacijama. Od navedenog broja usvojeno je 7
zahtjeva i pruzene su trazene informacije, izdane su 3 obavijesti
sukladno Clanku 23. stavku 2.

10.4. Requests by Citizens and

During 2017, there were 11 requests in total received for
access to information.

23 paragraph 2 of the Act on the Right of Access to Information,
whereas access to information was denied to 1 request.

In 2017, not one request was received for documentation inquiry
regarding procedures of civil service employment or information
on tender results.

Boards of Appeal in the field of industrial property rights
(hereinafter: Boards of Appeal) are an independent second —instance
body established in 2008 in charge of making decisions on appeals
against decisions of the Office made in procedures for the grant
or registration of industrial property rights.

The Office performs formal and administrative tasks of the
secretariat of the Boards of Appeal. During 2017, a total of 42
appeals were received, which represents a decrease in the annual
number of appeals received by 69% in relation to the previous year,
when 71 appeals were received, thus being the lowest annual
number of appeals received.

During 2017, the Boards of Appeal in the new mandate
resolved 120 appellate cases; in 77% of the cases, decisions
were made to reject the appeal i.e. the first—instance decision
was confirmed. There were 127 appellate cases pending in total
as of 31 December 2017.
